Great news on the sanctuary
boiler replacement!

Gundlach’s has agreed to re-
place and install the boiler sys-
tem for what insurance actually
paid GCC ($49, 560 after a
$10,000 deductible), rather than
charging the full $59,560
amount quoted. This will be a
$10,000 “in kind” donation from
their profit and labor. Their cor-
porate headquarters has already
approved this donation and it
has been included in the con-
tract for the boiler replacement.
Between insurance and this gen-
erous donation, the new boiler
will be covered in full. The path-
way for these discussions with
Gundlach’s was definitely put in
place by God beforehand.
