A number of facilities projects 
that were begun after the first of 
the year have or are reaching 
completion: 

*The repair/remodeling of both 
men’s and women’s hallway re-
strooms is finished and they are 
open for use. 
*The Children’s Classroom and 
restroom both have new floor-
ing and the restroom has been 
fully updated. 
*The restroom attached to the 
office also has new flooring and 
paint. 
*The Fireside Room carpet has 
been replaced. 
*The carpet in the sanctuary has 
been professionally cleaned. 
*New exterior door signage has 
been installed throughout the 
facility. 
*Ten of the hallway posts and 
areas of the facia that had ex-
tensive termite/dry rot damage 
has been replace and all posted 
repainted. Pastor Rich’s APAC 
organization took the lead on 
this project. 
*The front doors of the sanctu-
ary and all exterior railings 
throughout the facility have 
been repainted. 
*Through the efforts of volun-
teers over two workdays, the 
landscape has undergone signifi-
cant pruning and cleanup.

Still in process… 
Late in the winter, the boiler 
that heats the sanctuary literally 
blew-up on a Sunday morning 
prior to the worship service. In 
God’s providence no one was 
hurt, however the aging boiler 
was destroyed. We have just 
completed the insurance settle-
ment, and will soon begin the 
process of replacing it. At the 
same time, whether specifically 
related or not, the flow control 
switch for the chiller unit 
(cooling) also went out. There-
fore, the sanctuary is currently 
without cooling or heating.
