Child Protection Sunday affords an opportunity for the Diocese to  
complement the National Catholic Response with factual information on  
how we as faith communities actively participate in the safeguarding of  
children and vulnerable adults.  As part of National Child Protection Week,  
the Diocese has developed interactive electronic noticeboards (called 
‘padlets’) that will allow any interested parishioners, to watch brief  
audio-visual presentations, review documents, look at images and get 
online advice from key agencies such as Family and Community Services and NAPCAN.
