Social Justice Sunday This year’s the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference has 
released a statement “A place to call home” in response to their deep concern at the 
growing problem of homelessness and insecure housing In Australia. A few free  
copies are available in the foyer otherwise see www.socialjustice.catholic.org.au.
