Christian Formation Course 2021 (CFC) is a face-to-face learning experience 
that allows participants to explore their life’s journey and their faith within the  
Catholic Tradition.

The course runs across 
twelve months and comprises of eight units. Commencing on Tuesday February 
2, 2021, no prerequisite formation or qualification is required to enrol. All who  
complete the Course are awarded a diocesan Certificate in Christian Formation.
