(SIMON), EVEN A TRAITOR AND THIEF (JUDAS). WHAT IS 
FASCINATING ABOUT THESE MEN IS THAT THERE WAS NOTHING 
SPECIAL ABOUT THEM WHEN JESUS CALLED THEM. IN FACT, 
THESE WERE NOT THE RELIGIOUS ELITE OF THE DAY. THEY 
WERE ORDINARY MEN WHOSE LIVES WERE TRANSFORMED BY 
JESUS. THIS TRANSFORMATION ALLOWED THEM TO DO 
EXTRAORDINARY THINGS. 



THE REASON THIS IS SO IMPORTANT IS BECAUSE THIS GIVES 

US HOPE. WHAT JESUS IS LOOKING FOR IS ORDINARY PEOPLE 

WHOM HE CAN EMPOWER TO GO FORTH AND DO 
EXTRAORDINARY THINGS FOR HIM. WHAT JESUS REQUIRES 
FROM YOU IS WHAT HE REQUIRED FROM THESE MEN. IN THEIR 
CASE, THEY LEFT EVERYTHING TO FOLLOW JESUS. THIS DOES 
NOT NECESSARILY MEAN THAT JESUS IS GOING TO ASK YOU TO 
GIVE UP YOUR CAREER AND LEAVE EVERYTHING BEHIND TO 
FOLLOW HIM, BUT HE MIGHT. REGARDLESS OF WHAT HE ASKS, 
BEING HIS DISCIPLE MEANS SAYING YES TO WHAT HE ASKS YOU 
TO DO. THAT YES OPENS THE DOOR FOR GOD TO ACCOMPLISH 
HIS PURPOSE FOR YOUR LIFE.
