4. Future Plans in Agriculture
Explain how you plan to stay involved in agriculture in the future — whether through
career goals, advocacy, education, ranching, agribusiness, veterinary medicine, teaching,
or community leadership.

5. Commitment to Community & Stewardship
Share how you plan to use your agricultural knowledge and values to serve your
community and honor God through stewardship of land, livestock, and people.
