WHO MAY APPLY?

• Students that will be graduating from high school in 2026 and will be enrolled in a 2 or 4-year accredited college 
or university no later than March 2027. Male and female students are eligible to apply.

• The student, their mother, stepmother or grandmother has been a member of the Alabama CattleWomen’s

Association for the years of 2023, 2024 and 2025.

• ALL application information must be provided to be considered for the scholarship.

recommendation letters must be orderly submitted with the application.

• Applications and support documents must be postmarked by February 27, 2026. No electronic application 
will beconsidered.

If you would also like to be 
awarded your scholarship at your school’s honors day or graduation, efforts will be made to have an ACWA 
officer present.
• Your scholarship funding will be paid directly to your college or university once you are enrolled. Arrangements 
will be made by the ACWA Treasurer to make this contribution to your student account and must be requested 
before March 2027 or scholarship will be forfeited.
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
