· the application form (on the next page) for approval
· application fee $25
· proof of Leave of Absence 
· dues of $65/year for the year(s) you are Inactive, following the current protocol  
· 5 CEUs/year you are Inactive, following the current CEU Submission policies 

If members do NOT meet these requirements, they will become Not in Good Standing in either dues and/or CEUs and have to follow the Reinstatement Policy to be returned to Active In Good Standing.

Other Rules and Requirements:

· Members can only remain in this class for a maximum of 3 years from their first Application
· Date of status change will start when Education Director accepts the request form 
· If the member does not return to Active status within 3 years, they will become Not in Good Standing and need to be reinstated following the Reinstatement Policy 
· Members can only claim this class once per triennium 
· Members must become Active – In Good Standing for at least 1 year before requesting Inactive status again
· Members must provide proof of LOA along with this Application form (i.e. Acceptance letter from school, doctors note, ROE)
· Dues will not be refunded if member has already paid full amount and then chooses Inactive status for the next year
· CEUs collected during Inactive status will be taken off the total amount needed by end of triennium if member is back to Active status 
· Multiple requests for Inactive status will be at the discretion of the Board 

This application is to be completed, in full, by individuals who want to change their membership class from Active, In Good Standing to Inactive, In Good Standing.
