
Jan 23 | Departure to Paradise 
Board your flight bound for sunny San Juan, Puerto Rico. Upon 
arrival, you’ll be met by your Universal Travel representaƟve and 
assisted with your transfer to your oasis in the sand, at your San 
Juan hotel.

 Jan 25| Hacienda Muñoz & Cruise Embarka on  
Start your morning with an aromaƟc adventure at Hacienda 
Muñoz, an award-winning coffee plantaƟon nestled in the lush 
hills of San Lorenzo. On a guided walking tour, learn about   
Puerto Rico’s deep-rooted coffee culture—from the culƟvaƟon 
of beans to their expert roasƟng and brewing. Savor a          
barista-craŌed tasƟng and browse the on-site store for a        
souvenir bag of beans to bring home. Later, conƟnue to the San 
Juan cruise terminal, where your luxurious Caribbean voyage 
begins. Step aboard your ship, the Norwegian Epic, just in Ɵme 
for lunch and a fesƟve aŌernoon exploring your new floaƟng

Jan 26 | Tortola, Bri sh Virgin Islands 
Awaken in the emerald-green paradise of Tortola, the largest of 
the BriƟsh Virgin Islands. Known for its rolling hills, hidden 
coves, and aquamarine waters, Tortola is a nature lover’s 

dream. Consider joining an opƟonal shore excursion to Sage 
Mountain NaƟonal Park, home to the highest peak in the Virgin 
Islands, where hiking trails lead through tropical forest and   
reward visitors with sweeping coastal views. AlternaƟvely, relax 
on Cane Garden Bay’s famous sands or explore Road Town’s 
bouƟques and local markets.

Jan 27 | St Johns, An gua  
Step ashore in AnƟgua’s capital, where the twin white towers of 
St. John’s Cathedral rise above the colorful skyline. The island 
boasts 365 beaches—one for every day of the year—and no 
shortage of cultural and historical gems. Spend your day     
browsing vibrant markets, discovering tropical flora at the     
Botanical Gardens, or walking the ramparts of Fort James, 
perched above the turquoise sea. OpƟonal excursions may also 
include a catamaran cruise along the coast or a visit to the    
18th-century sugar mill ruins at BeƩy’s Hope.

president once stayed. Prefer to relax? Spend your aŌernoon 
soaking up the sun along Carlisle Bay’s powdery beaches or 
snorkeling in crystal-clear waters.

Choose from a  
variety of opƟonal excursions, such as a visit to the famous   
Sulfur Springs—the world’s only drive-in volcano—followed by a 
rejuvenaƟng mud bath. Or stroll the vibrant Diamond Botanical 
Gardens and marvel at the cascading waterfalls. History and 
culture lovers may enjoy a tour of Morne Coubaril Estate for a 
hands-on look at Creole heritage and plantaƟon life.

Jan 30 | Philipsburg, st Maarten  
At just 37 square miles, St. Maarten is the smallest landmass in 
the world shared by two naƟons. The Dutch side hums with  
energy—featuring buzzing casinos, duty-free shopping, and a  
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lively boardwalk—while the French side offers a more refined    
atmosphere with bouƟque-lined streets, open-air cafés, and      
elegant paƟsseries. Whether you’re savoring French-Caribbean 
fusion cuisine, browsing for local art, or relaxing on one of the    
island’s many picturesque beaches, St. Maarten offers the best of 
both worlds.                                                                                     (B,L,D)
Jan 31 | St Thomas, US Virgin Islands
Sail into the stunning harbor of CharloƩe Amalie, once a haven for 
pirates and now a favorite port for travelers seeking a blend of  
history and tropical beauty. St. Thomas offers a liƩle something for 
everyone: stroll the historic streets lined with colonial architecture, 
visit Blackbeard’s Castle, or shop for jewelry and luxury goods at 

duty-free prices. Those craving nature can take a catamaran to 
nearby St. John or unwind along the shores of Magens Bay, oŌen 
ranked among the world’s most beauƟful beaches.
