Welcome to Anglican Church of the Redeemer

Anglican Church of the Redeemer is a parish
of the Diocese of the Eastern United States,
(Anglican), Anglican Province of America, a
part of the historic Holy Catholic Church,
tracing its teachings and ministry to the early
Apostolic Church. It is part of the worldwide
Continuing Traditional Anglican Movement.

In our worship, we use the Book of Common
Prayer, 1928 edition. This edition contains
prayers and affirmations of faith dating to the
beginning of Christianity, as well as the tradi-
tional Anglican/Episcopal liturgy. This litur-
gy has been in continuous use since it was
first published in 1549.

The congregation actively participates in the
service. As an expression of devotion, it is
customary to kneel for prayers and for receiv-
ing Holy Communion unless a person is
physically unable to do so. We sit to receive
instruction as we do when scriptural lessons
are read or when a sermon is given. We stand
in reverence at the reading of the Holy Gos-
pel and in affirming our faith when reciting
the Creeds. We also stand to sing praise to
God in our hymns. For more information
about the church and how you can become a
member, you are encouraged to contact the
Rector or Associate at the address and num-
bers listed on the reverse side of brochure.

What about our Worship?

Anglicans are expected to pray. When we pray in
private each of us prays in his own way. When we
pray together in services of worship, our “common
prayers” are “liturgical”, that is, they are structured.
Only in this way can we truly share our worship of
God. Our liturgical worship involves the whole
person, body, mind and spirit. We are active partici-
pants rather than just listeners. Worship to us goes
from us to God rather than from a preacher to us.
‘We come to church to give God the praise and wor-
ship which, as his creatures, we owe Him; not to get

something for ourselves.

The Holy Eucharist Service

The center of the service is the Holy Eucharist. Other
traditional names for this service are: the Holy Com-
munion, the Mass, the Lord’s Supper, and the Divine
Liturgy. It is the service specifically commanded by
Jesus in the New Testament. The Eucharist joins our
offering of worship to Christ’s offering of Himself
upon the altar of the cross. As He promised
(Matthew 26; Mark 14; Luke 22; John 6; 1 Corinthi-
ans 11). Jesus is truly present under the outward
forms of the consecrated Bread and Wine, to infuse
our lives with the spiritual strength of His life.

Morning and Evening Prayer Services

The Daily Offices of Morning and Evening Prayer are
prayer services derived in many ways from the Syna-
gogue worship of the Old Testament. They consist of
readings from the Psalms, scripture readings in the
form of lessons, canticles (songs), and prayers. They
are provided in the Book of Common Prayer in a man-
ner which makes their discipline, psalmody, and Holy
Scripture the daily spiritual diet of the Church, clergy
and lay folk alike.

Worship is the prime responsibility for all Christians.
Anglicans believe that the life of Christian service is
possible only through a full life of worship, through
which we receive God’s love and express our love to
Him. Hence, we believe it is our obligation not only to
worship God together every Lord’s Day (Sunday) but
also to have a daily life of prayer. A number of parish-
es are able to offer the Daily Offices and the Holy
Communion during the week, as well as on Sunday.
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
