- Named afler Telfair County, Georgia, she was Firil commis-
stoned on 21 Qotoder 1944, Shortly afterwards, she joined the
W5, PACTFIC FLEET, loaded with troops: and equipment destined
for the battlefields of HHII's Pacitic <ampaign. From Harch to
fordl of 1945, the ship was conbinuously engaged fn Lhe offen-
sive gperation against Kerama Retto, Okinawa, and Ie Shima. On
the night of April 2nd, bhis ship successfully defended zoainst
an attack by Japanese suicide planes. After cessation of hosti-
lities she reparted for "Hagic Carpet® duty, and 31 Dclober
found her enroute to Mamila, P.I.; for her first foad of returm-
ing United States personnel. Upon completion of this duty, the
ship was placed out of commission.

TELFAIR was reactivated for the REorean emergency and re-
enterad the U5, PACIFIC FLEET on 12 September 19500 In 1954,
she angaged in "meration Passaqe to Freedom". [n the course
pof thizs aperation, thiz ship evacuated ogver seven thousand
Korean and Chinese refugees from the then pending Red Chinese
Communist threat.

Durtng World War II and the Xorean contlict, TELFAIR won
the following awards and ritbons: The Asjatic-Pacific with one
(1) star, World War I1 Victory Ribbon, Maval Occupation Medal,
China Servwice Madal, Mational Defense Ribbon, Xorean Service
Aibbhor with three (3) stars, United Natioms Ribban, and the
Korean Presidential Unit Citatiom,

The TELFAIR was placed out of commission in February 1938,
(n 1 Septesber 1961 she returned to reactivation. On 22 Movem-
ber 1961, she was recommissioned under the commandg of Captain
£.M, HIGGINS, USH, and ordered to report Lo the ATLANTIC FLEET
upon conpletion of undevsay training in San Diego, Califoraia,

The Ship passed through the Fanama Canal on ¥ February and
arrived in her new home port Norfolk, Wirginia on & February
1962 .
