Liturgy of  
Easter Sunday 

Easter is the "Feast of feasts", the "Solemnity of 
solemnities" and the "Great Sunday". Festive 
solemnity should mark all the Masses celebrated 
on Easter Sunday, the supreme day of the 
Christian year. The Easter Masses, in addition to 
the Vigil, should be solemnly sung. There are few 
exceptions to the usual sections (Liturgy of the 
Word and the Eucharist) of the Mass during the 
Easter Octave. The Gloria is sung or recited each 
day. Instead of the Profession of Faith, the 
members of the congregation renew their 
baptismal promises.  
 
Before the Gospel is proclaimed, the ancient 
sequence Victimae Paschali of Easter Sunday is 
read or sung. The Sequence is the liturgical hymn 
of the Mass, which occurs on four feasts: Easter, 
Pentecost, Corpus Christi and Our Lady of 
Sorrows.

La Secuencia es el himno 
litúrgico de la Misa, que ocurre en cuatro fiestas: 
Pascua, Pentecostés, Corpus Christi y Nuestra
