1. Call to Order

President John Tornquist call meeting to order at 6:08.

2. Consent Items

a.  Agenda
i. Garry asked to add a discussion item about the golf cart; Neill asked to add a discussion item about the key fob system.  Neill moved to approve, Garry second, unanimous approval by voice vote.

b. Minutes of 9/10/2025 meeting
i. Blake moved to approve, Garry seconded; minutes approved unanimously by voice vote.

c. Treasurer’s Report
i. William reported on the Financial Audit is complete, with Moss Adams issuing a clean opinion.
ii. William noted monthly receivables balance of $15,251; Checking balance of $80,302.26, and Savings balance of $21,493.22 for a net cash position of $101,795.48.  William reviewed disbursements made since the September meeting, detailed in the Treasurer’s Report.  
iii. William moved to approve expenditures, Garry seconded; expenditures approved unanimously by voice vote. 
iv. Neill moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report; Garry second, unanimous approval by voice vote.
3. Public Comment  
a. None
4. Reports & Presentations
a. Golf Cart – John reported that 6 conventional seal lead-acid batteries for the golf cart for would cost $1400; but a lithium-ion conversion kit would cost $659, including batteries.  Neill move to approve the purchase, William seconded, the purchase was approved unanimously by voice vote.  
5. SASO update – no update.  Paul and Blake had discussion with Richard Garcia to keep him apprised.  No contact or report from the city.
6. Gateway Aviation – After discussion the Board noted they should be invoiced retroactively to Oct 1, 2025 for a second tie down that they are using.  Gateway is currently also basing aircraft at Castle and plans to extend their agreement at Castle to February.
7. Helius Helicopters Proposal – they verbally accepted TRAA’s offer of leasing a 200’x200’ area on the airfirled for $2000/year, Helius will update the draft LOA and contract for signature.
8. Fuels Report – Blake
a. Current level is 4972 gallons; fuel pump not working right now.  Trent Douglass at MSI fuel Management Company of Vacaville will perform the repair when he is back from travel.
9. Enterprise Account Update – Karen – none.
10. City of Turlock Update – none.
11. Runway rating by Caltrans
a. A discussion was held noting the recent runway raiting to “Poor” by Caltrans.  All agreed this appeared be to spur the City of Turlock to work towards grant funding for future runway resurfacing.
b. Neill asked to meet with Carol Ford.
12. Hangar Pad Rental Agreement Update – 
a. The Board noted it is desireable to get leases out by Nov 1 in advance of the Jan 1 Q1 2026 billing.
13. Airport clean up
a.  John reported that hangar owners have responsibility to clean up weeds near their hangar.
