Chasing Portraits
A granddaughter delves into her grandfather’s life and art. Moshe 
Rynecki painted scenes of the Polish-Jewish community and was killed 
in the Shoah. His body of work reached close to eight hundred paintings 
and sculptures before his life came to a tragic end.
