Wright's later
television credits include "Hunter," "Stingray" and such TV-movies
such as "The Magic Pyramid," which earned Wright an Emmy
nomination. During the past season, Wright was producer/writer
on the highly rated "Star Trek: The Next Generation."

Another award-winning production for Wright was the inter-
nationally acclaimed miniseries "The Thorn Birds," based on the
best-selling novel by Colleen McCullough. As the original producer
on the project, Wright optioned the book and developed it for
Warner Bros.

Wright's movie credits include "Shadow of the Hawk,"
"Newman’s Law" and "Puzzle," as well as the upcoming thriller
"Secret Power."
