RE: Recent Handgun “Freeze” for Canadians and Subsequent Amendments – Inclusion of IPSC Members as Elite Sport Shooting Athletes

Dear Member of Senate Standing Committee National Security , Defense and Veterans Affairs ,
 
My name is ( Your Name).  I am a local elite athlete competing in the sport of target shooting governed by the  International Practical Shooting Confederation (IPSC).  

Bill C-21 if passed in it current form will mean the end of our sport in Canada , I am looking for your support to have senate amend clause 97.1.(i) and add IPSC as another discipline in addition to Olympic and Para Olympic  under the following section:
97.1.(i) that they are training, competing, or coaching in a handgun shooting discipline that is on the program of the International Olympic Committee or the International Paralympic Committee,

As an IPSC athlete, I train multiple hours every week to compete. My goal is to advance to the Provincial Championships, qualify for a slot at our National Championships, and reach the goal of representing Canada at the World Championships. 

IPSC is an official member of the Global Association of International Sport Federations (GAISF) and the Alliance of Independent Recognized Members of Sport (AIMS).  AIMS is recognized by the International Olympic Committee (IOC) and has signed a memorandum of understanding between themselves and the IOC.

IPSC is a recognized sport in 109 countries, all of whom have various levels of firearm regulations including some of the strictest in the world.

Several of the Countries that are used as examples of stricter model for Gun Control including Australia ,France and New Zealand currently allow an exemption and pathway for Athletes to compete in the Sport of International Practical Shooting 

As the government continues to protect the safety of Canadians, I would ask that you also consider allowing athletes to continue in their sport and to continue to purchase/sell/trade their equipment to other IPSC competitors in Canada.
