RE: Housing Application Questionnaire

Thank you for inquiring about a housing application, keep in mind there is a waiting list for all size units currently. Also, we do not have emergency housing, nor do we offer Section 8. Before we can send you an application, we need a little more information, so we know which packet to email to you. The email will come from DocuSign, and you will only have 30 days to complete the application before it expires.  You will not be added to the waiting list until the application is submitted and we have received the application back and we have signed it.  Once that happens you will receive an email from DocuSign letting you know the application was completed.  You will receive a phone call from us to set up an appointment time to bring in your original birth certificates, original social security cards and picture ID. 

*How many adults are on the application and their full names?

*How many children will be on the application, if any?
*Are you receiving any child support for those children?

*Is anyone employed?

*If employed, how long have you been employed? 

*Please send verification of employment to vha5351@versailleshousingauthority.org 

*Since we are an income-based agency, if you are not employed, what is your source of   income for your rent & utilities?

*Is anyone receiving disability?
*What is the Birth City and State of everyone on the application?

Email us the above information to receive your application packet.
AGAIN, please keep in mind there is a waitlist for all size units, and we do not have emergency housing.

Sometimes our waiting list can move up quickly, if you are an out of state applicant, do not apply for housing unless you have the funds for moving, security deposit & pro-rated rent.

IF YOU OWE ANY GOVERNMENT HOUSING, THE BALANCE MUST BE PAID PRIOR TO FILLING OUT AN APPLICATION FOR HOUSING.

When the Housing Authority is close to your application, if you are approved, we will send out an update letter or give you a phone call.  If you do not respond to your update letter by the date given your name will be removed from the waiting list and you will need to reapply if you still wish to have housing. 

Please note a two hundred fifty-dollar ($300) security deposit is required or a two-hundred-dollar ($250) security deposit if you are elderly, disabled, or handicapped, for Public Housing at your scheduled move in date. Also, we require a pro-rated amount of monthly rent at move in date.  Please set this money aside so that we can assist you as soon as the unit is ready.

Also, our strict pet policy allows for only one pet, a cat, or a dog (30 lbs. or less). If you do have a pet, keep in mind there is a ($200) pet deposit required along with your security deposit at the time of your move in date.  If you have a service/emotional needs pet, there will be required documents we need from your doctor/therapist, forms from our office that you doctor/therapist will need to complete as well as certification from a reputable agency that your pet has been trained specifically for your disability. 

Any changes to your income, your living situation, your address, email address, phone number or the number of people in your household must be reported to the Housing Authority immediately.  Failure to do so could result in a delay and/or denial of assistance.
