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The Frazer School Code of Conduct reinforces the values embodied in our school mission. As a 

school that has high academic standards, we also hold ourselves to high behavioral standards.   

The Frazer School Code of Conduct promotes an environment of mutual trust and respect for our 

administrators, teachers, students, and community alike. We expect our students to uphold the 

principles of teamwork while committing themselves to the pursuit of knowledge. This includes 

being fully present and setting a positive example in the larger community beyond our walls. This 

belief is based on the notion that every student in our school is a responsible individual with an 

inherent desire to be their best. This responsibility includes a student’s duty to oneself and others 

to uphold our values, even in the face of adversity - a sign of true leadership and competitive spirit.  

Those students who do not represent these values in the classroom, on field trips, during 

transportation, at competitions, or in other settings in which students represent the reputation of 

our school, may face disciplinary actions up to and including expulsion. 

 

School Procedures and Expectations for All Students  

1. Teamwork  

• Treat classmates, teachers, staff, visitors, and property with respect and care.  

• Dispose of waste properly and keep common areas, classrooms, and personal spaces clean.  

• Collaborate appropriately on group work and seek help when needed.  

• Transition from one part of the school to another, or in any school-sponsored or permitted 

event, in an orderly manner. There should be no running in the hallways or cafeteria.  

2. Pursuit of Learning  

• Be accountable for your words and actions.  

• Admit mistakes, take corrective actions, and learn from them.  

• Follow school rules, policies, and classroom procedures promptly and without argument.  

• Do not engage in cheating, plagiarism, or any form of academic dishonesty.  

• Value the learning process and avoid taking shortcuts.  



3. Being Present  

• Attend school regularly and arrive on time for all classes.  

• Communicate with teachers regarding missed work.  

• Actively participate in class and engage in school activities.  

• Use technology responsibly and adhere to use of technology only for academic purposes 

during school hours and with a teacher’s permission.  

• Avoid misuse of digital tools.  

• Use school devices and internet access for educational purposes only.  

• Dress appropriately for school. Only shoes with backs are permitted; no slides or crocs are 

allowed due to insurance requirements.  

4. Be a Community Role Model  

• Represent the school positively during charitable/volunteer opportunities, extracurricular 

activities, field trips, during transportation, and at community events.  

• Follow all school conduct expectations during school-sponsored or permitted events.  

• Show sportsmanship and respect for other teams, participants, and officials.  

• It is important in groups and as individuals to participate in school pre-approved 

community services and permission is required by a school authority in order for any 

student’s involvement in charitable/volunteer activities on behalf of the school.   

 

Consequences of Violations  

Violations of the Code of Conduct may lead to one or more of the following consequences, 

depending on the nature and severity of the incident:  

• Verbal warning  

• Parent/guardian notification  

• Detention, loss of privileges, or suspension from school activities  

• In-school or out-of-school suspension
