As of August the total amount of blood donated is 6 pints for 2019. We are very much in need of
blood donors for 2019.

Community Blood Center (CBC) has issued an urgent need for donations as the local blood supply
drops, leaving some blood types at less than a week’s supply. In order to maintain a safe blood
supply, a minimum seven-day inventory of ALL blood types must be continually replenished. At this
time, the need for O-/+ and B- blood types is of particular urgency.

In the Kansas City area, one in three people will need blood at some point in their life and nearly one
in seven hospital admissions requires a blood transfusion. This means, nearly 600 donations are
needed every day to meet hospital demand, and with a limited shelf life, supplies must be
continually replenished. In just 60 minutes, you can donate one pint of blood and Save a Life, Right
Here, Right Now in your own community.

C.A.R.B. has always committed to donating 50 pints per
year.
