participate in the rota at that particular time.

We would ask all parents to sign up to 2 half day ses-
sions per term, if at all possible. Please ensure that
this is a session your child attends. Coming in on parent
rota is a positive experience both for the child and par-
ent. Children enjoy showing their parents what they
do when they are here and it is equally important for
parents as they see what happens during the session
and get a greater understanding of what the children
are doing. We understand that it is often difficult when
parents work and have such busy lives but it really is a
worthwhile opportunity for both you and your child.
Unfortunately, at the present time, no siblings are able
to attend the session. We understand that this can
cause problems with childcare for siblings, but accidents
with younger siblings can and do happen and also par-
ent rota is considered a special time for you and your
pre-school child to share if at all possible.
