We will check again at next meeting to see if it has been moved again. 

New Business: Sam was not present to discuss the limb pile burn date. Renee will be reaching out to the fire department to see when someone is available. 

Work To Do: Speed limit signs have not been put up. Hartman’s have decided to not have the city put the culvert in until they have done their ditch work. Holdan relayed this to James Trow, Ashley Trow- the clerk confirmed with Erin Hartman via text message. At this time, no work will be done to the culvert. Fuel set up, camera set up, and the back awning still need installed. 

We circled back to new business. Renee stated that the fire department is asking if we can donate the old air conditioner to them. Lou Ann stated we would like to trade services, possibly blowing out culverts that are clogged with dirt. Lou Ann made a motion to exchange the cities air conditioner no longer used to the fire department for them to blow out culverts, Erin second, motion carried.
