Public Concerns: The group, “The People of Culver” requested to block off East st and 2nd st near the park for an event they are doing for the Fourth of July. Lou Ann made a motion to allow them to block off East st and 2nd st, Sam second, motion carried.  

Clerk Report: Recreational Vehicle ordinance was tabled due to the clerk’s absence.  


Old Business: Lou Ann does not know how low the Hartman’s water meter is, she will take photos of the meter and call to get those ordered. Lou Ann stated she would also call and order the rock we need for the pot holes. Mason Hill still has not provided a tear down or building permit for his porch. Sam made a motion for the clerk to mail a certified letter, Trish second, motion carried. 

New Business: The Bishop residence has added on to their porch, a permit was not obtained. Trish made a motion to have the clerk mail a letter, Sam second, motion carried. Kari Stanley had an issue with Jerry Amon, she accused Jerry (a contractor of the City of Culver) of moving things on her property. Jerry advised Kari that the sidewalk is not her property, it is the City of Culvers, and if he is mowing or doing work for the city, it needs to be cleared to allow him to do so. Joey Shroyer and Jerry Amon have been working on the brush pile. The oversized trees will be removed and shove the rest of the pile together. Lou Ann stated she thinks we should contact the company that cut down Grigg’s trees and tell them to come get the trees they put in the pile that were against standard. Lou Ann will follow up with Grigg’s to see what can be done. Sam Davis stated he should have the burn permits available Sunday, 06/14/2025. 

Work To Do: There are still speed limit signs that need put up as well as city building and filtration repairs. The speed limit signs goal was to be put up by the end of June, the Hartman Culvert was tabled. The fuel set up is currently waiting on barrels. The camera set up will be done by Trish and Kara, they will get together to get it done.  

Work Done: James Trow and Joey Shroyer installed the split heating and air unit in the city building. They also installed the front awning on the city building over our communication board. 

Water Report & Water Bills: Account #766 was shut off due to non-payment, it was turned back on. Account #197 was also turned off for non-payment. The City of Culver also passed their copper and lead test that was performed earlier in the month of June.
