Read and approved meetings from last month’s meeting.  Lou Ann made a motion to accept the minutes, Renee second, motion carried. 

Public Concerns: Renee made a motion to allow the group, The People of Culver to use the senior citizen for storage, Erin second, motion carried. 

Clerk Report: The clerk stated that the vehicle ordinance has not been completed due to personal time in life, but it will be completed by the next meeting. The clerk will be sending out a contact information sheet with everyone’s water bills. 

Old Business: Lou Ann stated that the water meter extender has been ordered but we have not been advised it is ready for pick up. Keith Johnson’s building permit still has not been obtained, he has until November 12th 2025. 

New Business: Jim stated that he has used most of the rock to fill potholes. Jim thinks that we need to order more, we will have to see what is left in the budget. The rain has washed out what was already put down. Renee made a motion to accept resolution 924-25, Lou Ann second, Erin agreed, motion carried. Renee stated that Burkholders reached out to her about their most recent bill. Kara stated that she spoke to Burkholders, advised that there is still a $21 fee per month even if water is not in use unless they request a shut off from the city. Burkholder advised them not to shut off so she can use it after surgeries to fix up the house. It was not turned off, so when the meter was read, it was spinning super-fast, there must be a leak in the house somewhere, it has since been shut off. The water department will mail a letter stating what happened. Lou Ann was present for the conversation when Kara asked her if she wanted to shut off the water. Service was never requested to be shut off, we shut if off on our own due to the assumed leak in the home. 

Work To Do: There is no update on the Hartman culvert as we are still waiting on them.

Water Report & Water Bills: Kara stated there are new people in the old Verhoff’s home. The previous owner advised them that it was okay to turn the water on themselves. So, they did so.
