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Parking Enforcement

There have recently been complaints from property owners and residents about the number of cars
parked in streets or in the unpaved portion of the right of way. Parking in the street can block access for oth-
ers, including emergency vehicles, while parking in the unpaved portions of the right of way (shoulder) can
cause these areas to rut. Please note the following: Per the policy set forth in the Policies and Procedures
manual, the “Association discourages parking on any paved roads at any time and parking on the adjacent
rights of way (shoulders) on a long term basis. Common areas, such as the Boat Ramp, will be posted, re-
stricting parking to those vehicles displaying a Drum Point hang tag from the rear view mirror. Violating
this policy could result in ticketing and/or towing.
