We have collected and raw sorted 6,170 eyeglasses and 115 hearing aids from drop boxes, working a 
total of 39 hours.  We processed (sorting/cleaning) 17,741 eyeglasses at the ShowMe Lions Eyeglass 
Recycling Center, working a total of 62 hours.

We screened 4,779 children/students/adults at 53 locations, working 365 hours.
