established congregations. Dozens of studies confirm
that the average new church gains most of its new
members (60-80%) from the ranks of people who are
not attending any worshiping body, while churches
over 10 to 15 years of age gain 80-90% of new
members by transfer from other congregations. This
means that the average new congregation will bring six
to eight times more new people into the life of the body
of Christ than an older congregation of the same size.
We are planning our next survey trip to plant a church
in New Mexico. Pray!
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
