Khaasgaan Dar Paaey Guru Gobind Singh
(Holy men fall at Guru Gobind Singh’s feet)

Sovereign Guru Nanak Sahib revealed
the form of God in the
(Initiatory chant). He said: “From ‘Ekankaar’
rose the “‘Word melody’ which was called
‘Onkaar’ (Formless One). From that ‘Divine
word melody’” were created all the regions
and universes, all creatures, living beings,
and insentient things. That God Himself of
His own free Will became manifested in the
form of ‘Ekankaar’ (Formless One). The
‘Word melody’ was its form that was called
‘Onkaar’. ‘Ekankaar Onkaar’ was called
Truth and it is this which is ‘Name Power’

‘Moolmantra’

which has embraced the entire visible
phenomenon through its ‘limitless power or
energy’. The Doer of the Cosmos that got
created from ‘Onkaar’ (Formless One) was
‘Ekankaar’ Himself. Although the cosmos
emerging from Him appears to be real and
concrete, yet He pervades every particle and
being. He Himself is present in the being
called ‘man’, in sentient beings and
insentient (concrete) things from the four
sources of creation. To make it more
intelligible, seers, sages and thinkers tell us
that ‘Waheguru Ji’ (God) has Himself created
His Self out of Himself. It is He who has
created the ‘Name Power or Energy’ and
nature (Maya or material world). Such is the
Gurbani edict -

From Maya and the holy Word was the
world created because He Himself is
detached. He Himself is the beholder of His
creation. While describing the creation,
various wise and intelligent persons have
expressed views according to their intellect
and understanding. But according to Gurmat
(Sikhism; Sikh teachings) the Creator is God
Himself and Himself assuming various
forms abides in them in His glory. Even
though Creator, He is not separate from
them. He pervades in all and is absorbed in
them. Visible concrete elements have been
created out of atoms. Electrons, protons and
neutrons have come into being due to
electric powers which have come out of
energy. Energy came into being owing to a
big bang (explosion), which is called a ‘word
of nature’. At the back of this ‘natural Word’
is the ‘Name Power’ of the Divine Word -
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‘Onkar Power’. The word ‘Onkar’ was
absorbed in ‘Ekankar (The Formless One). It
is the manifest form of ‘Ekankaar’.

In this manner, God, pervading every
being and every particle and assuming forms
in the visible world is an expanse of His
own self. Describing this experience in any
other manner is very difficult. God is the
Personage pervading everyone. He fully
pervades the atoms in every particle of all
beings. Fully absorbed in electric powers
and energy and imparting power to even
‘big bang’, He is manifesting Himself in the
holy Word. This play of His is called
‘Purukh’ (That Being). Thus it is clear that
God Himself is the Creator, and even being
the Creator He Himself assumes form in
creation; and nature has no separate
existence of its own. Inert matter has no
existence. This ‘Ekankaar’ being Himself
alone is fearless. He too is a form of the
holy Word. He is sans enmity. Owing to
time emanating from He Himself, ‘Timeless
and eternal is His form’. He is immortal and
idestructible. In no way does He fall into
incarnation. He is unborn. His creation is a
mammonic play. But He Himself is fully a
form of self-illumination, and He established
the tradition that without the grace of the
Guru, His own image and embodiment,
beings visible in nature, world, regions and
universes cannot attain their ‘origin” and
gain understanding and enlightenment or we
can say that knowledge and realization of
the ‘Ekamkar’ (Sole Formless One) cannot be
gained without the Guru (Holy Preceptor)
about whom the Gurbani edict is -

‘I have churned the body ocean and I have
seen an enamouring thing come to view.

The Guru is God, and God is the Guru, O
Nanak.

There is no difference between the two, my

brother.’ P. 442

The Guru-Personage, who is the

knowledge form and embodiment of the
‘Ekankar’, is capable of granting knowledge
and enlightenment of their origin to all
living beings in the entire creation wrought
in obedience to the Divine Ordinance.

Furthermore, while imparting the
‘Gurmat’ (Sikhism) doctrine, Sovereign Guru
Nanak Sahib has illumined to the world that
here there is none other in existence than
the Supreme Sentience. Death and Time too
are His form, and so too are nature and ‘jeev’
(sentient being). But all these existences are
owing to illusions which are unreal or
illusory. He was in existence at the
beginning of time. This is because it was He
who was in existence before the beginning
of time. When time and space came into
being, then too it was He who was in
existence. Now too, it is He who exists and
pervades, and He will exist when all else
goes into extinction. God’s state does not
change at any time or in any age. He is
playing in His own free will.

The ‘jeev’ (sentient being; man) has
come into being in obedience to Divine
Ordinance. All forms have been created in
accordance with His command. Deeds -
good and evil, nobility and baseness are all
an operation of that Ordinance which is
working in every sentient and insentient
being at all times. It is under this Divine
Order and Ordinance that all the worldly
activities are going on. When we are deluded
about the existence of this ‘jeev’ (sentient
being) and the visible world, then they seem

to be separate and distinct from God. In our
thought and feeling three creations come
before us. One, we call God, the second,
‘jeev’ (sentient being), and the third, we call
the world. This is the one and only problem.
To know about its reality is the final goal/
object of the spiritual path. Here, I would
like to submit that there is difference
between ‘knowing’ and ‘understanding’.
‘Knowing’ is the work of intellect, while
‘understanding’ is the ‘light or illumination”
of experience; it is an activity of the ‘region
of spirituality’.

When Sovereign Guru Nanak Sahib
happened to meet the ‘Sidhas’ (divines), the
latter asked him: “O Nanak! the doctrine
that you are preaching and spreading in the
world, we have great hesitation in accepting
it or believing in it. This is because God’s
chief attributes which we know and the
‘Shastras’ (Hindu scriptures) have accepted,
are His True Form, Supreme Sentience and
Supreme Bliss, which is called ‘sat’ (Truth),
‘chit’ (intellect) and ‘anand’ (bliss) also. In
the state of ‘sat’ (Truth), ‘chit’ (intellect) and
‘anand’ (bliss), there are neither vexations,
nor the pangs of separation, neither any loss,
nor any gain, neither one’s own, nor one’s
alien and neither any maladies and
afflictions. There is goodness and nobility
everywhere. There is no trace of pain and
suffering; there is perennial joy and peace.
On the contrary, nature is an abode of
sorrows and sufferings, owing to which, man
experiencing them, is feeling pleasure and
pain. These three attributes have been in
existence since the beginning of time, and
are eternal. The visible form of nature does
change, but He never decreases or increases.
The world is an abode of sorrows and
sufferings which does not have the merits

that have been shown to be present in God.
From this it stands proved that the world
and God are different from each other. As
nature which is the source of sufferings,
impacts man, they do influence him. How
it be annulled? We want your
considered opinion regarding the religious
doctrine you have stated.”

At this Guru Sahib said, “O Sidhas
(divines)! the height up to which you think,
it is like this as you say because you have
faith in three things. But the doctrine that I
state is the Supreme Truth; from God
emanated nature and in obedience to Divine
Ordinance did the ‘jeev’ (sentient being)
come into existence; nature was insentient or
inanimate. It needs no experience or feeling
because its insentience is inert, if it remains
in the state of inanimateness. But the ‘jeev’
(sentient being) is the progeny of God. His
existence is sentient. This ‘jeev’ (sentient
being) getting distanced from the Divine
Light establishes his false existence. In fact,
the ‘jeev’ (sentient being) is not true or real;
he is a mere shadow, a delusion very much
like a piece of string lying in darkness
creating the illusion of being a snake. The
truth is that in no way can a piece of string
be a snake. Similarly, this ‘jeev’ (sentient
being) becoming deluded under the
influence of egoism and getting separated
from his soul-element, starts playing the
drama of his life full of joys and sorrows.
This is because God has created this ego-
element, and from Him got created Maya
(mammon; material world). All illusions and
delusions have emanated from Him. That
very egoism made the ‘jeev” (sentient being)
feel that he was a separate existence. The
‘jeev’ (sentient being) does deeds and
assumes ‘I-ness’ to which comes to cling

can
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In obedience to Divine Ordinance
starts the stream of deeds. Good and
virtuous deeds afford joy, while due to
sinful deeds, the ‘jeev’ has to suffer the
torments of hell. Therefore, O Sidhas
(divines)! what is apparent, about which you
have said that God, ‘jeev’ (sentient being)
and the world are three separate and distinct
entities, is a very big delusion which has
emanated from the ego-element. In simpler
words, it can be said that this illusion has
got created owing to Maya (mammon). This
is what occurs in Gurbani -

‘mine’.

‘The Supreme Creator who made the cosmos,
Into it also introduced egoism:

The ego it is that is born and dies;

That too transmigrates.’ P. 999

It is a very profound doctrine. We can
reach its bottom by obtaining the
‘Gurmantar’ (Guru’s chant or mystic formula)
from the Guru (Holy Preceptor) and then
practising it assiduously for long. This is
what Guru Sahib has said: “O Sidhas
(divines)! this understanding is gained
neither by studying the ‘shastras’(Hindu
scriptures) and reflecting on them, nor by
practising ritual purification, nor by
observing long silences, nor by indulging in
pleasures to satiate one’s hungers and
desires. In fact, no wisdom or sagacity can

illumine this understanding in one’s
perception. There is only one way to gain
this understanding and that is that one
should realize the Divine Ordinance. This is
our supreme doctrine by following which,
from our sentient existence we can realize
our true form. Clarifying this doctrine
manifestly, Guru Sahib has stated thus in
Gurbani -

‘Mankind by Maya of Three qualities is
attracted,
As is the moth by the lamp is consumed.
The priest neglectful of his duty looks with
covetous eyes for lucre,
Prying who has offered what.
With thoughts of duality whatever he studies
becomes false.
Yogis, wandering mendicants, Sanyasis
(ascetics), all are deluded -
Swollen with egoism and pride.
They accept not simple food and clothing with
alms;
In obstinate crazes have they wasted life.
Out of all those that perform piety, he alone
success has attained,
Who through God-ward turning on the holy
Name has meditated.’ P. 513
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About egoism, Guru Sahib, says —
‘Egoism and acquisitiveness by their delusions
have consumed the egoists through and
through. These hold in their coils those that in
delusion to duality are attached.
Burnt by the Guru’s Word, do they leave hold
of man.’ P. 513
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During the time of Tenth Guru Sahib,
there was a great and illustrious Sufi Pir
(Muslim holy man) whose spiritual seat was
continuing from generation to generation. He
a holy man of great
accomplishments. He possessed occult
worldly and spiritual powers. These forces
were at his command. He was the feudal
lord of that area named Sadhaura. It is said
that he enjoyed considerable respect and
influence in government circles. In the
Islamic world also, he was held in high
esteem and eminence. He had a very
sociable and amiable nature. Fanaticism was
nowhere near him. He had set up separate
community kitchens for Hindus and
Muslims. Many Hindu holy men used to
stay with him. From them, he listened to
discourses on the Vedant, Patanjal, Sankhya
etc. scriptures with great love and devotion.
He used to listen to such utterances -

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This ‘Pir’ (Muslim holy man) used to
listen to the utterances of the recondites
dealing with abstruse subjects as well as
unitarians who believe that God is one
being. Seeing two souls in his mind’s
concentration, doubt arose in his mind. He
was not able to take any decision.

Two birds, ‘Sakhi chetan’ (Supreme
Soul) and ‘Jeev chetan’ (individual soul) live
together on the tree of intellect or
intelligence. Of the two, the ‘jeev chetan’
(individual soul) partakes of fruit, does
deeds, assumes their ‘I-ness’, and as a result
experiences joys and sorrows. It flies to
distant places, and never sits quietly. As a
result of these flights, it is ever burning with
desires and wailing. About this bird-like
‘jeev’ (sentient being) Guru Sahib says -

‘Some birds on the lovely tree (of the self)
wander in all four directions.

As they wander about, their suffering abounds,
Bringing burning sorrows and wailing.” P. 66

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In this way, feeling the existence of
‘jeev chetan’ (individual soul) in the mind,
he continues to suffer in doubt. He
experiences the ‘sakhi atama’ (Supreme
Soul) only occasionally which neither does
deeds nor undergoes joys and sorrows, nor
takes flights, nor comes from anywhere and
ever abides in bliss. It always gives strength
or power or movement to the bird of ‘jeev
chetan’ (individual soul) just as, if whenever
a lodestone that is hung in a factory moves,
iron particles start dancing. Similarly, ‘Sakhi
chetan’ (Supreme Soul or consciousness)
gives strength to ‘jeev chetan’ (individual
soul or self) which creates the sense of ‘I-
ness’ in him and by doing deeds assumes
egoism.

Such is the opinion of exalted holy
men: In the intellect or mind-tree, man or
‘jeev’ (sentient being), enchanted by the
impact of the notions of being both ‘doer’
and ‘enjoyer’, ignorance, lust and deed,
engages in reflection. When, exploring his
inner self, he gains awareness and glimpses
the Supreme Soul or Self as different and
distinct from the ‘jeev’ (individual soul or
self), then realizing himself companionless
and bereft of action, he is rid of sorrow. The
‘jeev’ (man) is not able to know which one
of two ‘sentiences’ or ‘selves’ he is. The
Guru (Holy Preceptor) tells him that,
influenced by the light of the Supreme Self
or Soul, the ‘jeev chetan’ (individual self or
soul) considers himself both ‘doer’ and
enjoyer’. Undergoing joy, distress and grief,
he whirls between here and hereafter. It is
not the ‘soul” but ‘soul-less’. When ‘jeev
chetan’ (individual soul or self) is removed
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from the path, he realizes the ‘Sakhi chetan’
(Supreme Soul or Self) as his true form and
image. So ‘jeev atma’ (individual soul) is the
veil that does not let man have a glimpse of
the Supreme Soul or Self. This is the veil or
wall of untruth. It is only when this veil of
untruth is rent and removed that the Truth
in all its glory is glimpsed. Pir Buddhu Shah
was caught in such a whirlpool. On hearing
utterances about unity and diversity, he
could not decide which utterances were true
- about unity or duality? Caught in doubt or
indecision, he continued regretting and
repenting. He was not able to understand
the following Gurbani edict -

‘Nanak, the world-tree bears the fruit of love
for mammon and upon it perch two birds
(Guru-ward and self-ward).
These birds have no wings and are not seen
while coming and going.” P. 550

Such was the state in his inner self. But
outwardly, he was a well-known ‘Pir’
(Muslim holy man). His fame as a religious
luminary was spread far and wide. He was
finding it difficult to think of any method
by which he could come out of this mire of
doubt and indecision. Consequently, he
always remained worried and despondent.
He observed many ‘chillas’ (period usually
forty days of solitary meditation and prayer),
practised many austerities and rigorous
‘chillas’ even of six month duration to come
out of the slough of doubt and indecision,
but in vain. While offering ‘namaz’ (Muslim
prayer) he prayed to God: ‘O Allah! let me
meet such an exalted personage who may
dispel my doubt and show me my true
form.’

Acceding to the request of the Raja

(ruler) of Nahan, Tenth Guru Sahib reached
Paonta Sahib. After his arrival, he settled the
escalating dispute with Ram Rai. He
dispelled all his doubts and made him
realize that he was not the rightful heir to
the Guru’s spiritual seat. Ram Rai realized
that the true master of the Guru’s spiritual
seat was the charming and handsome twenty
year old Tenth Guru, Sahib Sri Guru
Gobind Singh Ji. On hearing Guru Sahib’s
wisdom-filled utterances, he had a glimpse
of him from the middle of the Yamuna on
board a boat and uprooted all differences.
Similarly, he sent his maternal uncles Kirpal
Chand and Diwan Chand to the Raja of
Tehri Garhwal Fateh Chand conveying the
message that his enmity with Medni Parkash
was very harmful for India. They should
bury the hatchet and take steps for the good
of their subjects, clear lands and lay good
roads for making travelling easy. They
should do trading with each other and live
in friendship and peace. He invited him as
well as Raja Medni Parkash of Nahan to
Paonta Sahib and on his assurance made
them settle all their disputes. Guru Sahib
made them embrace each other and removed
all enmity which was eating them like
woodworm. Guru Sahib asked them to stay
for the night. He was as yet sitting with
them, when a hill man raised a hue and cry
and said, “Sir, a hungry tiger had come into
the forest the like of which we have never
seen before. His fear is troubling us greatly.
The tiger is killing our cattle and has killed
some men also. No hunter is willing to face
it. People are terribly disturbed. We are
spending our nights by posting guards and
lighting fires. Kindly rid us of this menace.”
The hill Rajas looked towards Guru Sahib
and said, “Now, it is already evening. Night
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is falling. Going into the jungle at this time
is dangerous. Besides, we do not know
where the tiger may be sitting. Therefore, we
should wait till morning. In the morning,
after breakfast, we will enter the jungle with
our soldiers. Guru Sahib said, “One thing
we have seen that the tiger is not running
from one place to another. It remains settled
at a place. When it does not find a prey, it
moves away from there. Sometimes, it is in
Tehri State and sometimes in Nahan. It
continues shifting from one place to another.
Hunters say that they haven’t seen a tiger of
its size. Therefore, everyone fears it and does
not confront it.”

All rested for the night. In the morning
the two Rajas and their soldiers along with
Guru Sahib set out for the jungle. After two
to three miles trek, they came to a very
dense forest. The hill men said - “Sirs! the
tiger lives in this very area.” In support of
their assertion, they showed the fresh
footmarks of the tiger. At this, the Rajas
decided to make a definite plan to kill the
tiger. “If, while we pursue the tiger in this
manner, the tiger joins its pride, it won’t be
killed and besides it will kill our men and
escape. It should be surrounded and killed
either with gunshots or by raining arrows on
it.” They were discussing like this when the
horses started excreting out of fear and the
elephants stopped advancing.
elephants started moving backward because
they had seen the terrible tiger. Guru Sahib
was riding his horse. He said, “Don’t be
afraid and nervous. We will kill the tiger by
confronting it.” All checked Guru Sahib
from going ahead, but Guru Sahib rode
forward. He saw the tiger lying in the forest.
Guru Sahib called him two-three times and

said, “Why are you lying like a coward?
Come in your tiger-like temper. We want to
fight with you.” At this the tiger got up,
stretched his body, took a big yawn, retraced
a couple of steps and took a big leap. Guru
Sahib changed his position and took both
this paws on the shield in his left hand.
Before the tiger could come down from the
shield, Guru Sahib moved his sharp sword
in his belly. Besides, he pushed him (tiger)
with his shield. As a result, the tiger tossed
and turned and fell at a distance. All the
spectators raised shouts of victory and
celebrated the killing of the tiger by Guru
Sahib as if he were as tomcat. While they
were watching, a soul manifested from it
and started thanking Guru Sahib repeatedly,
“Sir! none other than you had the ability to
emancipate me from wandering into 84 lakh
existences.” When he was asked to acquaint
himself, he said, “Sir! in the war of
Mahabharata I was known by the name of
Jaidrath. I killed Pandava’s sleeping sons by
deceit and myself ran away from the war. As
a result thereof, for the past 5000 years I
have been wandering into 84 lakh existences,
and now in the tiger incarnation, I was
spreading fear and dread as per my nature.”
The Rajas and their military Generals saw
this miracle with their own eyes and
imbibed complete faith and devotion in
Guru Sahib’s august personage, but did not
adopt Sikhism. This very Fatehchand when
married off his child in Bhim Dev’s family
got involved in fighting with Guru Sahib,
about which the edict in Bachittar Natak is:

‘Fateh Shah became very angry,
He picked up fight with us without reason.”
Bachittar Natak
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In the same manner, Guru Sahib
granted liberation to sage Kalsi at Paonta
Sahib itself. Large caravans of devotees were
passing by Sadhaura on their way to Paonta
Sahib to have a glimpse of and pay
obeisance to Tenth Guru Sahib. When Pir
Budhu Shah watched them, this thought
came into his mind: “Guru Gobind Singh Ji
is occupying the spiritual seat of Sovereign
Guru Nanak Sahib who visited Kabah and
granted good sense and spiritual
understanding to religious heads there and
dispelled misgivings of Baghdad’s ‘Dastgir
Pir’ (Muslim holy man and succourer) and
showing his son millions of nether regions
and heavens, convinced him about the
infiniteness of ‘Allah Tala’ (God). From this
very spiritual throne, Guru Tegh Bahadur
smilingly sacrificed his life to advise a
bigoted king like Aurangzeb.” He thought in
his mind: “This spiritual throne belongs to
capable and all-powerful Guru (Holy
Preceptors). Why not go into Guru Sahib’s
refuge and remove my doubts?” Imbibing
this belief, he got ready to go to the Guru’'s
Court. He sent a message to hundreds of his
followers that they should accompany him to
the Guru’s Court at Paonta Sahib. A very big
gathering came to be formed.

Hundreds of Pir Buddhu Shah’s
followers were marching from Sadhaura
towards Paonta Sahib filled with a strange
kind of ardour. The thought in Pir Buddhu
Shah’s mind was: “Today I am going to gain
that wealth which is priceless and
invaluable in the world.” There was a
strange question in his mind: “How can
birds of ‘Sakhi Chetan’ (Supreme
Consciousness or Soul) and ‘Jeev Chetan’
(individual consciousness or soul) be
simultaneously perched on the mind-tree?
Of the two, which one is true? Which is the

‘True Soul’? How is God met and union
with Him attained?”

“The ‘I-doer” and ‘I-enjoyer’ that is
undergoing pain and pleasure, and passing
through birth and death is the name of the
‘jeev atma’ (individual soul). Sans ego and
‘Sakhi atma’
(Supreme Soul).” There was extreme doubt
and misgiving in his mind. He was finding
it difficult to know how Allah (God) is met
and union with Him gained; how the Lord
Creator is met. There was an ardent desire
in him: ‘If somebody enlightens me about
my Lord or Master, I will offer him even my
body.’

‘Nanak: What hast thou to offer to any that
to thee the Lord’s message brings?

To offer him my severed head for a seat;
without this head to serve Him.’ P. 558
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He prayed to Allah (God): ‘O God! let
me meet one who has met you and can
remove my doubts and misgivings.” He was
engrossed in these thoughts. He was very
hopeful in his mind: “Today I have set out
towards that Spiritual throne of Sovereign
Guru Nanak Sahib from where none has
returned disappointed.” There was an ardent
desire and longing in his heart. He was
prepared to make the biggest sacrifice. While
marching, he thought: “If Guru Gobind
Singh Ji enlightens me about the Essence or
Reality, I will offer my body, mind and
wealth to him and become his slave
forever.” But, at the same time, a parallel
thought also came into his mind: “I am a
follower of Islam. These Hindus are kafirs’
(infidels). The meeting or union of a
‘momen’ (believer in God or Islam) with a
‘kafir’ (infidel, or non-believer in Islam) is

sin - immaculate is the
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very difficult.” But then, this thought came:
‘O my mind! you are a devil; you are
confusing me and leading me on the wrong
path. Gurus (holy Preceptors) and Pirs
(Muslim holy men) have no caste or religion.
Their religion or caste is that of Allah (God).
They are the manifest forms of God.” But
then, this thought occurred to him: ‘I
understand this thing, but my followers can
never understand and appreciate it. Many
misgivings and misconceptions will arise in
their minds and their hearts will be broken,
if, falling at Guru Gobind Singh Ji’s lotus
feet, I request him to let me attain union
with ‘Allah’ (God).”

This double-mindedness is quite natural
because in man, there are such feelings and
habits ingrained in him which are beyond
his power to ignore and efface. The walls
that separate Hindus, Muslim and Sikhs from
one another are the result of ignorance. The
Sikh doctrine is that we are made up of the
five elements. The five elements have no
caste or religion of their own. Similarly, we
too have no caste. If the breath comes one
is man, otherwise dead.

Pir Buley Shah was an exalted soul.
Even though he was a ‘Saiyad’ (high caste
Muslim), he came into the refuge of Pir
Inayat Shah. ‘Saiyads’ are high caste among
Muslims just as Brahmins are high caste
among Hindus. Not caring about public
opinion and caste-system, he made Pir Inayat
Shah his spiritual teacher and surrendering
his body, mind and wealth to him served
him so much that he won his pleasure and
favour. Pir Inayat Shah gave the remainder
of the water drunk by him to him (Pir Buley
Shah) to drink. This consecrated water had
so much power in it that no sooner did he
drink it, his inner self was illumined. The

gates of his mind were opened and
mundane as well as miraculous spiritual
powers gave him such a swing or elation
that he could not control it. It became
difficult for him to bear it. After some days,
Pir Ji sent him to a friend of his and said,
“You have to return after meeting him.” Pir
Buley Shah went to that ‘Pir’ (Holy man),
but since there was a great rush of devotees,
he met him after a considerable period of
time. After talking with him, he was to come
back because such was the command of Pir
Inayat Shah. When he returned, he saw an
isolated wall standing in the fields. Its roof
had collapsed; its foundations had been
shaken. Pir Buley Shah sat on the wall and
said, “O my mare! carry me back as quickly
as you can.” Next day, Pir Inayat Shah asked
him how he had returned so quickly. After
describing his meeting, he said, “Sir! by
virtue of the spiritual power bestowed on
me by you, I rode the wall which carried me
back even more swiftly than a mare.” Pir Ji
realized that he was as yet not deserving of
receiving spiritual power, but getting
excessive power, he could not bear it. He
withdrew all the spiritual power and Buley
Shah became empty. Thereafter, after serving
the ‘Pir’ with equal zest for twelve years, he
won his pleasure again. He said, “Now go
to Kasur. Hold religious meetings there and
show the path of truth to the people.” Buley
Shah’s reverence and acceptance as a holy
man increased greatly because people’s
desires started getting fulfilled and his
utterances were coming out to be true. Sick
persons were getting cured. Those under the
influence of ghosts and goblins got cured by
putting the dust of the place on their brow.
His recognition as a holy man had increased
tremendously.
