[bookmark: _atlpasywhmc8]⚠️ The Problem
New York’s 2019 Child Victims Act (CVA) gave abuse survivors the right to seek justice. Thousands did. But today:
· Survivors remain uncompensated

· Insurers deny claims, citing vague exclusions

· Dioceses declare bankruptcy, despite deep institutional assets - causing them to close churches, schools and raid local parish resources (Diocese of Buffalo)

· Public schools and nonprofits face financial collapse

· Retired St. Clare’s Hospital workers — some elderly and ill — still have no pension

Meanwhile, $3.2 billion sits untouched in the Mother Cabrini Health Foundation, created from the 2018 sale of Fidelis Care, a Catholic nonprofit health insurer.

[bookmark: _h2wvyhfr8a0f]🔍 What’s the Issue with Cabrini?
· The sale of Fidelis Care was approved by the State of New York — with the promise that proceeds would be used for the public good.

· That sale happened just months before the CVA became law.

· The resulting foundation — Mother Cabrini — now holds billions once controlled by the Catholic Church and its affiliated health system.

· Many survivors and advocates believe this was an intentional attempt to shield assets from future CVA liability.

Despite the Church’s growing CVA exposure, Cabrini has made no contribution to compensate survivors or fulfill pension obligations tied to Catholic institutions.

[bookmark: _xtujhfqgn7vp]🧑‍⚖️ What Can Be Done?
The Attorney General of New York has clear legal authority to act:
· Under Executive Law § 63(12), the AG may investigate charitable foundations for misuse of assets or failure to serve the public interest.

· Under the Not-for-Profit Corporation Law, the AG can enforce obligations tied to public-benefit transactions like the Fidelis sale.

· This bill directs the AG to compel a $1 billion contribution from Cabrini — funds the Legislature finds are legally and morally owed.

[bookmark: _xo3a5wskw4ah]1️⃣ Mother Cabrini Claims Resolution Fund
· $1B contribution from Cabrini:

· $900M for CVA survivors

· $100M for St. Clare’s Hospital pensioners

· Enforced by the Attorney General

· Modeled on the 9/11 Victim Compensation Fund: fast, fair, non-adversarial

[bookmark: _uyr60wczhv91]2️⃣ CVA Restitution Fund for Nonprofits
· $200M state fund to help voluntary agencies facing CVA-related hardship and no insurance

[bookmark: _9o9thutnvo9s]3️⃣ School District Reimbursement
· Full reimbursement to districts whose insurers are insolvent, through the Liquidation Bureau


[bookmark: _o1f43ml1dvy0]📜 The Insurance Fix
Insurers are denying claims based on outdated or overly broad “expected/intended” exclusions.
 This bill closes that loophole — ensuring revived CVA claims are treated as covered events, retroactively.
