Training Notes:

· Standardized training format will work for summer and winter dates.

· The hands on training should be offered two times a year with mandatory attendance at one of them (alternating between seasons). Optional to attend both.

· Crews are encouraged to attend training in their area, at their base when possible.

· Facilitators/Instructors will be identified from a pool of interested individuals including: Pilots, Mechanics, FSRs, Base Leads, and Clinicians.

· Facilitators/Instructors can attend a “train the trainer” course so we can establish a standard curriculum and control freelancing and curriculum drift. 

· Participants are strongly encouraged to arrive on time (early) and prepared (on-line training completed, wearing proper clothing appropriate for the weather and getting dirty).
· All skill stations will utilize gear (actual or identical to) which is carried on the aircraft. 

· Participants are encouraged to bring their own personal survival gear.

1 This material can be presented as an on-line training or at a staff meeting as a didactic (PowerPoint) presentation to the entire group.

2 Skill breakout can be held in conjunction with a staff meeting
3 Small group skill stations can be run as 4 stations: (1) Fire, (2) Shelter, (3) Signaling and Kits, (4) Fire extinguisher and other aircraft specific procedures
4 Simple lunch provided, set up not to involve flight team members or detract from skill rotations
