Peak Hammerhead sightings occur
during March to May; an ideal period to see them in larger groups. Several species of ham-
merheads patrol these warm waters, some of which can reach an astonishing 1,000 pounds.
More Predators: Beyond the hammerheads, you'll encounter a full suite of impressive sharks,
including bull sharks, tiger sharks, lemon sharks, mako sharks, black tip sharks, and reef
sharks. With a lot of luck, we could encounter a Great White Shark. In September 2025, Penny,
a 10’ Great White was spotted while diving the Duane. Her last transmitter ping was Decem-

Dive sites include both shallow and intermediate reefs, and wrecks, but we especially enjoy exploring the area's legendary wrecks.
For most wrecks, you must be a Certified Advanced Scuba Diver or buddy with a guide or instructor.

Some of the Iconic Wreck Dives include:

® The U.S. Coast Guard Cutter Duane: Descend to 120’ to explore one of the

most dove wrecks in the world. It sits perfectly upright!
® The Eagle: A freighter sitting on its side in about 105’ of water.

® The Spiegel Grove: Explore this massive 510’ troop transport ship.

® The SS Benwood: Dive into a piece of WWII history! This genuine shipwreck

sits in shallower water—33’ at the stern and 45’ at the intact bow.
