The physical location of D]J] moved from Columbia to 30 minutes outside of
Charleston. We went from one group of girls and a 6-hour day once a month to two
groups of girls and a 12-hour day twice a month. Thanks be to God for replenishing us.
We served 170 girls last year in eleven months. The girls have been so refreshing as
they continue to bless us with new levels of participation and engagement. For 2024,
our assignment is to “find the nuggets within their hearts” by challenging the girls to
listen to the Holy Spirit, grow, and activate their faith. WHOH is committed to teach
God’s word with excellence, relevance, and grace.

WHOH also continues to help college students with their educational funding through
the Walter McAlhaney $3000 annual Scholarship award. For 2023, five students
qualified for the award. And we get requests from DSS for young mothers with small
children who need assistance. Many of you have personally helped these young
mothers. We are extremely grateful for all your support and prayers!
