Red Devil’s Food Cake 
1 1/2 C. Flour 
1 tsp. Baking Powder 
2 eggs, well beaten 
1/2 C. Sour Milk 
1/2 C. Hot Water 
1 C. Sugar 
1 tsp. Baking Soda 
2 Sq. Chocolate 
1/2 tsp. Salt 
1 tsp. Vanilla 

Cream butter and sugar; add beaten eggs, flour and sour 
milk. Cut chocolate into hot water; stir until melted. Add 
soda and salt. Let cool slightly before adding to cake 
mixture. Lastly add vanilla. In an 8 or 9 inch pan bake at 
350 degrees until done and toothpick inserted center 
comes out clean.
