UNSTUFFED CHICKEN
ALFREDO SHELLS
Submitted by David and Paula Colvin

4 cups large pasta shells, uncooked

1 Ib cooked and shredded chicken

1 (15 oz) jar garlic alfredo sauce

1 (8 0z) tub cream cheese spread

2 tsp dried basil

a cup grated Parmesan cheese

2 tsp garlic powder

1 %2 cup shredded mozzarella cheese,
divided

Preheat oven to 375°

Cook pasta as directed on pack-
age, omitting salt. Drain water and set
aside.

Spray 2-quart casserole dish or 9 x
13 pan with non-stick spray. Spray half
cup alfredo sauce on the bottom pan.

In a large mixing bowl, cream to-
gether cream cheese spread, basil, Par-
mesan, remaining alfredo sauce and
garlic powder. Stir in chicken, pasta,
and 1 cup mozzarella cheese. Mix until
well combined.

Layer pasta mixture over alfredo
sauce in pan. Top with remaining
cheese and cover with aluminum foil.

Bake casserole, covered 40-45 min-
utes or until heated through, uncover-
ing after 30 minutes.

Preheat a grill to medium high.

Lay out four 12 by 18 inch pieces of

heavy duty aluminum foil. Season

pork chops on both sides with salt and

pepper. Brush some of sauce on pork

now, reserve rest for service. Mix Lima

beans, corn, thyme and melted butter

along with scallion whites in a bowl,

divide mixture among the foil sheets,

top each mound with a chop. Bring the

two short ends of foil together and fold

twice to seal. Grill the packets pork

side down
