Scouts, we will have elections for Order of the Arrow at the troop meeting on March 21. The Order of the
Arrow is the honor society of scouting. One can only be elected into it by one’s peers. All scouts vote,
whether they are in OA or not. To be eligible, a scout must be at least First Class and have camped at least
15 nights in the preceding two years, including one long-term camp (such as summer camp or Philmont)
during that time. In order for our election to be valid, we must have a quorum of scouts of a simple
majority participate in the election. That means we need at least 36 scouts to attend our troop
meeting. A list of eligible scouts will be provided at the election. You may vote for as many or as few as
you would like. Adults do not vote, but adult Scouters are eligible to be selected by other adult members
of the OA to join their ranks by separate ballot. They must meet the same camping requirements as youth.
