1. Direct Input Unit for Bassist (Stage Right)
2.1 Mic on Bassist Speaker Cabinet (Stage Right)
3. 2 Mics On Guitarist Cabinets (Stage Left)
4. 1 Mic in Kick Drum (Riser)
5.1 Mic on Snare Drum
6. 1 mic on Hi-Hat
7. 4 Mics on Toms, 1 on each Tom and Floor Toms
8. 2 Mics as Overheads.
9. 3 Vocal Inputs, (Artist will provide Mics for vocals), however, all
must be cabled.
10. 2 Inputs for backing tracks, 1 for FOH system, 1 for monitors
