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Tokyo International Exchange College Ikebukuro (TIEC Ikebukuro) is a Japanese language school certificated by the Ministry of Justice.

TIEC Ikebukuro is a sister school to Tokyo Intemational Exchange College in Hachioji, we possess the important know-how in operating a language
school and treating forcign students. Moreover, our school is in Tkebukuro, one of the most popular places to visit in Tokyo, and the school is only a
5-minute walk away from the JR Otsuka station.

As for educational supports, our students are offered elaborate support for going to universities or vocational schools. We have many affiliated schools,
and we suggest our students to attend joint information seminars of universities or vocational schools as well.

Our lectures
are held in small classrooms, and our teaching method is done in an efficient and practical way. In addition to class lessons, students have many chances to
interact with our local society so that they can learn more about Japanese culture. For those who wish to enter university, college, or vocational school will
receive a systematic assistance for the Japanese ability exam (JLPT, EJU, NAT-TEST, etc.) as well as other admission supports.
