	6. Contractor Presentation: Young Parents Together
3:37 pm
	INFORMATION ITEM: Lew Everling will ask the representative from SuccessLink’s Young Parents Together to share about their group parent education program. This service type is currently funded for $72,444.

Board Discussion: The YPT program began more than 30 years ago when Black Hawk County had a high teen pregnancy rate. It started as a $1 per day program where teens earned $1 for each day they did not get pregnant. This year there were 68 teen births and 60 are currently being served. They plan to hold 38 group sessions each year. For the last 12 years, the groups have been meeting at the Northeast Iowa Food Bank. This year they have returned to the YWCA while the food bank is undergoing some construction. That return to the YWCA has made for warm handoffs as teens transition out of YPT and into PASS. They hold groups for those pregnancy, newborns up to 8 months old and 8 months and older. Screenings are happenings for parents at sessions. Participants receive a gas card when they attend. If participants attend 5 weeks in a row, they receive a Walmart gift card. One zoom meeting per month is offered. Waypoint staff come at least once a month to talk about healthy relationships and safety plans. Jill and Brooke thanked the board for its ongoing funding. Participation in their program has tripled since covid.
