Oshkosh North Youth Baseball Parent/Player Code of Conduct

Parents and players, below is a list of rules/regulations that everyone must follow – including coaches. The code of conduct must be signed by both players and parents and handed in before our first practice.
1. All players are to be dressed and ready at least an hour before game time. All players must show in full uniform – jersey tucked in, hat on forwards.

a. If you are late, you will lose your designated start. 

b. If you are running late, let us know. Send us a simple text to keep us in the loop.

c. EX: Always forgetting a belt? Leave it in your bag.

2. Everywhere we move, we will move as a TEAM

a. Cages to the field.

b. Field to post-game meeting.

3. Everyone will carry equipment

a. Everyone do their part, the same 2-3 players should not be carrying team equipment every tournament and practice.
4. All players are responsible for making sure they have everything they need prior to game start. Parents/siblings will not be allowed to bring water, snacks, seeds, etc. once we start pregame warm-ups. Exceptions may be made due to weather.
a. No parents/siblings/friends are to be in or around the dugout during games. 

b. All players must stay in the dugout. You are with the team from the start of warm ups until after the post-game meeting.

5. Players are to hustle on and off the field

a. Your actions reveal your true priorities.

6. Parents/Players will not engage in negative actions towards the umpires

a. If we have an issue with umpires, coaches will step in. We will have our players back 100% of the time. 

b. If players engage in negative actions towards an umpire, you will be benched immediately.

i. EX: Excessive arguing, etc.

7. 24 Hour Rule

a. Please refrain from talking to coaches about playing time/future playing time opportunities for at least 24 hours.

b. If after 24 hours you still feel the need to have a discussion with a coach, it must be done in a respectful manner.  The discussion should only involve situations that involve your player, not another player on the team.

8. Playing time

a. Playing time is strictly earned based on attitude, effort and attendance at practice. 

b. If there are any issues with playing time, approach coaches 24 hours post tournament.
9. Oshkosh North Commitment

a. Playing for Oshkosh North is a commitment and should be the #1 priority, during the season. The expectation is that players will attend all practices.  Missing a practice=missing a game.  Prior arrangements with the coach for vacations, other sports etc. will be allowed. Communication on this should happen at least 2 weeks prior the practice or game that will be missed. Make arrangements with your coach ASAP.
b. The expectation is that you will be at all tournaments and games.
10. Representing Oshkosh North/ Sportsmanship
a. All players, parents, and coaches need to remember that they are not only representing themselves, but they are representing the Oshkosh North program.  This holds true on and off the field (School, other sporting events, Etc.). Actions, including those toward your own teammates, that reflect negatively on the Oshkosh North program will not be tolerated. 

b.    Such actions would include talking “trash” to teammates, other teams, or coaches, disrespecting other organizations facilities, arguing with teammates or coaches, and using obscene language.

c.     First offense will result of the player/ parent/ coach to miss the next game, second offense the individual will be asked to leave the team for the remainder of the season.        
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
