EXCERPTED FROM AARP ONLINE FRAUD WATCH NETWORK

ONLINE SHOPPING SCAMS
AARP’s new survey on holiday scams found that 35% of US adults have experienced fraud when buying a product through
an online ad.

* Spot a Scam: Scammers will offer incredible deals for all the items on your holiday shopping list. But clicking the link pro
vided may take you to a fake retail website that may be a convincing copy of a legitimate site, or to an entirely made-up site.
* Spot a Scam: You may end up buying something that never arrives (or what arrives is a low-cost version of what you were
expecting).

* Spot a Scam: Or, worse, your visit to the fake site could enable the crooks to download malicious software to your device,
allowing them to steal logins and passwords, even to financial accounts.

« Stop a Scam: If a deal seems too good to be true, it probably is.

* Stop a Scam: If you've never heard of a company before, check it out. 1- Type the company name into a web browser with
the words "complaint, scam, fraud" and see if anything negative comes up. And 2- Look for spelling errors, unprofessional
website design, limited contact options, or unusual web addresses.

* Stop a Scam: Avoid clicking on links even if you think the message or the ad is from a familiar retailer — instead, go to
your web browser and type the web address you know to be the right one to avoid getting sent to a cloned site.

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DRAINED GIFT CARD SCAMS
AARP’s holiday scams survey found that 21% of US adults have given or received a gift card with no value on it.

* Spot a Scam: Criminals go to stores and secretly scratch off the film strip on the back of gift cards on the rack to get the

PIN, which they cover back up with easy-to-obtain replacement stickers.

* Spot a Scam: The scammer enters the card numbers and PINs into a computer program that notifies them when someone
buys and loads the compromised cards.

* Spot a Scam: The criminals are able to almost instantly drain the value from the cards, with the buyer — and eventual gift
recipient — none the wiser.

* Stop a Scam: Purchase gift cards online directly from the retailer so thieves can’t tamper with them. Just make sure to visit
the website directly and not through a link from an ad or email.

* Stop a Scam: If you do intend to purchase gift cards at a brick-and-mortar store, make sure to inspect them for any evidence
of damage or tampering.

* Stop a Scam: Keep the purchase and activation receipts in the event you find no value on the card. You may not have any
recourse, but at least with the receipts, you have a shot.

PACKAGE DELIVERY SCAMS
The AARP survey shows 25% of US adults have had a package stolen from outside their home, and 34% have received a
fake notification about a shipment!

* Spot a Scam: Porch pirates are criminals who look for the opportunity to steal packages from people’s front doors — they
are out in force over the busy holiday season.

* Spot a Scam: Scammers will also claim to be shipping carriers (FedEx, UPS, etc.). They'll send fake notifications saying
there’s a problem with a shipment and you need to contact them. But there’s no shipment coming, and all they want is for you
to respond and provide money or personal information.

* Stop a Scam: Rather than have packages delivered to your front door, check with the shipper and find out if packages can
be held at their location until you are notified. Or, direct the carrier to place your packages in a specific location that would be
hard to see from the road.

* Stop a Scam: With respect to fake notifications from carriers, a big red flag is you haven't ordered anything and aren't
expecting a package. Additional red flags are demands for payment or high-pressure or "urgent" messages asking for per-
sonal information.

Knowledge gives you power over scams.

% Medicare retirees remember to save your Social Security 1099 form for 2021 that you will receive in
January 2022. Use it to compare to your 2021 Medicare reimbursement that you will receive in April 2022.

Medicare Part B Reimbursement The City will reimburse retirees and their eligible dependents for Medicare Part B premiums paid,
excluding any penalties. You must be receiving a City pension check and be enrolled as the contract holder for City health benefits in
order to receive reimbursement for Part B premiums.

For most retirees, the refund is issued automatically by the Health Benefits Program. If you are currently receiving your pension
check through Electronic Fund Transfer (EFT) or direct deposit, your reimbursement will be deposited directly into your bank account.
This will be separate from your pension payment. If you don’t have EFT or direct deposit, you will receive a check in the mail in June.
The reimbursement amount is based on the standard Medicare Part B premiums. If your Medicare Part B reimbursement amount was
less than what you paid in Medicare Part B premiums, excluding penalties, you may be eligible for a Medicare Part B Differential reim-
bursement. To receive the differential reimbursement, please complete the Medicare Part B Differential Request form (below).

If you were eligible for Medicare Part B Reimbursement for prior years but did not enroll by providing a copy of your Medicare
card, reimbursement is limited to the previous three (3) calendar years. To enroll, please complete the Medicare Part B Reimbursement
Program Application.

Please check your bank account/statement (or the mail,
if you are receiving a physical check) for your payment.For those retirees/eligible dependents who are not eligible for IRMAA,
Medicare Part B 2019 differential payments up to $318 will be issued once the Medicare Part B and IRMAA payments are processed
in calendar year 2020.

Those retirees/eligible dependents who are eligible for 2019 Medicare Part B differential reimbursements must submit the Medicare
Part B 2019 Reimbursement Differential Request Form, along with required documentation. Please submit this form, along with all

IRMAA 2020 reimbursements will be issued in October 2021. If you are currently receiving your pension check through Electronic
Fund Transfer (EFT) or direct deposit, your reimbursement will be deposited directly into your bank account. This is separate from your
pension payment.

Most of our
Legislative Agenda Bills have already been numbered and we have verbal commitments
from our prior bill sponsors that they will be re-submitting our 2022 un-numbered bills
for the 2022 session. NOTE: Our 2021 numbered bills do not need to be re-numbered;
they only need 2022 re-submission of the 2021 Fiscal/Actuary Notes that are required
for all legislative bills.

As you all are aware, former Lieutenant Governor Kathy Hochul is now the Governor of
New York State. The Governor has already announced that she will be running for re-
election in November 2022. It is our opinion, and that of our Alliance organizations, as
the Governor seeks re-election, she will be more supportive of our Legislative Agenda
Bills in comparison to former Governor Coumo.

As we all know as retirees, as per the Taylor Law, we are no longer able to vote or
negotiate regarding our benefits via our line organizations. This is why we must look to
our elected officials to protect the benefits that we fought for and earned.

While talking about benefits, | am sure you all are aware of the cities new proposed
Medicare Advantage Program, which as retirees, we had no input into this proposed
change to our medical coverage. As of this writing, the plan is on hold due to a court
injunction. It remains to be seen what the outcome will be, but | believe that at some
point we will be pushed into a new Medicare Advantage Plan. It should be noted that
we presently have two separate Legislative Bills in Albany. One is for all state workers
and the other is for New York City police, firefighters and their dependants. If passed
and signed by the Governor, it will guarantee our benefits that we had when we retired.

| must mention that there has never been a more dangerous time for our law
enforcement profession or our city, not to mention the lack of respect to all law
enforcement officers in the country. The NYPD and other law enforcement agencies are
under attack by radical groups and progressive liberal politicians who seek to destroy all
we have achieved. As of December 1*, 58 police officers have been killed in the line of
duty incidents and in all, 314 have been shot. In addition, there have been 95 ambush-
style attacks thus far this year across the United States. All record numbers with one
month left for the year 2021. Let us all pray and never forget the above officers and
their families. .

I would like to conclude by saying that is has truly been an honor and privilege to have
been President of the National 10-13 Organization. | want to once again thank my
Executive Board, our Chapter Presidents and Members for allowing me the honor to
serve as your President.
