Strategy for Ministry 
1. Building a Strong Core Team for Launch 
A thriving church starts with a committed and Spirit-led team. 
We will intentionally develop a dedicated and passionate core team 
made up of people with diverse gifts—teaching, administration, 
worship, outreach, hospitality, and leadership. 
Our approach: 

• Personally invite and invest in key leaders  
• Create a culture of ownership, not just attendance  
• Host regular team gatherings for vision, training, and 

connection  
• Prioritize spiritual health through discipleship and 

accountability  
• Clearly communicate mission, values, and expectations  

We aren’t just building a team—we’re building a family on mission 
together. 
 
2. Prayer  
We believe prayer isn’t a part of what we do—it is the foundation 
of everything we do. 
Church planting is spiritual, and we will stay fully dependent on God 
every step of the way. 
We will: 

• Establish consistent prayer rhythms (personal, team, and 
corporate)  

• Lead regular prayer gatherings leading up to and after launch  
• Build a prayer team committed to intercession  
• Cover every decision, outreach, and service in prayer  
• Teach and model a lifestyle of prayer
