Friends of K.S.R. will re-
member that the Garvey-
Fink-Lincoln families granted
the: School $35,500 on a
matching basis last Decem-
ber. The agreement was to
raise $71,000 in cash and
pledges by April 1.

April 1 saw us well beyond
the $71,000 goal, and thus en-
sures us of dedicating the
building free of indebtedness
this fall. It will be remem-
bered, of course, that a “debt”
still remains in the sense of
pledges yet to be paid. But
the important factor is that
individuals all over the state
and beyond have seen the
significance of K.S.R., re-
sponded to its appeal for new
facilities, and have met that
need.
