March 9, 2026 - 7:00 P.M.

Board Members Present:   Chairman Dave Pierce, Supervisor Don Hall, Supervisor Scott Berg, Treasurer Melissa Jacob, Clerk Deb Stott. Seven township residents were in attendance. 
 
Call to Order/Pledge:  Chairman Pierce called the meeting to order. The pledge was recited.

Clerk’s Report:
Clerk Stott read the February 2026 meeting minutes. A motion was made by Supervisor Berg to accept the minutes as read.  Supervisor Hall seconded.  Motion passed.  

Treasurer’s/Financial Report
Treasurer Jacob read the February 2026 financial report containing bank balances and interest earned on all five bank accounts with CCF. We had income from garbage and recycling, hall rent, and payments of property taxes.  Transfers of money were made to replenish the accounts after receiving our ARIP payment from the State.  Supervisor Hall made a motion to receive and file the treasurer’s report.  Supervisor Berg seconded.  Motion passed.
Landfill
Chairman Pierce reported that meetings are scheduled this week to meet with GFL Environmental on Thursday and Hilltopper, Big Hook and Harter on Friday.  

Flatrock Avenue Update
Chairman Pierce reported that he talked to our attorney, Penny, and she has talked to the insurance adjuster and sent pictures of the road damage. She is waiting to hear back from them, saying there is a chance the moving company may still pay.

ARIP/LRIP Funding
Chairman Pierce mentioned that they plan to widen the bridge and add culverts on Edgewater to avoid the need for guardrails which could cost $35-$40,000.  Dave got a price on culverts from Central Culvert & Supply and they quoted $8,950 and that includes delivery.  Chairman Pierce also commented that County Trunk E from Hwy. 21 to Cty G s is close to getting funding and hoping to receive some in the next round later this year. 

Patrolman’s Report
Cody reported that he plowed snow after our last snowfall and has been cutting trees.  He also has been finishing up Elder Road and plans to go back to Koscal’s and cut more brush.  He added that the thumb is being put on the new excavator.
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Chairman’s Report
Chairman Pierce mentioned that the Board and clerk went to Board of Review re-certification in Onalaska this week which also included EMS solutions for townships, available transportation funding and filling town official vacancies.

Chairman Pierce thanked Iron Oak for the television they donated to the town hall.

Dave mentioned the meetings scheduled this week with the waste management companies and also the road inspection meeting scheduled for Thursday at 9 a.m. to include the Board, Cody and Kevin Schmitz from Scott Construction. They will assess any road damage which needs to be addressed.

Iron Oak Report 
Nick DeHaan from Iron Oak reported that they allowed John’s Welding to come in take some logs off.   He mentioned he had no update on the appraisals for the parcels but expects to know more late this week or beginning of next week.  Nick gave Iron Oak’s Annual presentation using the new TV they donated.  He said they currently have 13 salary and around 60 hourly employees.  He talked about the $4,600 in donations they gave this past year, and non-monetary donations they provided to meet the needs of the community.  He reiterated the monetary donations the sand mine has made to our township this past year and since its commission, helping the township to do some major upgrades to its roads.   Iron Oak partners with Wildlife Habitat Conservation and got a gold certification. He talked about the Karner Blue Butterfly sightings and the phlox moth habitat and the DNR’s bat count and how there have been no northern long-eared bats found in the past two years because they are endangered species. Private well monitoring continues to take place on 11 wells to make sure there’s no impact on water quality. Noise and dust is kept to a minimum with systems in place and keep things well below the occupational standards. 

There was no citizens input.

Supervisor Berg made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Supervisor Hall seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
