Board Members Present (5): Chairman David Pierce, Supervisor Don Hall, Supervisor Scott Berg. Deputy Clerk Deb Stott and Treasurer Melissa Jacob. Five township residents were in attendance. 
 
Call to Order/Pledge:  Chairman Pierce called the meeting to order. The pledge was recited.

[bookmark: _Hlk48055050]Clerk’s Report: Deputy Clerk, Deb Stott, read the July 2025 clerk’s report. Supervisor Berg made a motion to accept the minutes. Supervisor Hall seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.

[bookmark: _Hlk36966519][bookmark: _Hlk45630013]Treasurer’s Financial Report:  Treasurer Melissa Jacob read the July 2025 Treasurer’s report containing bank balances for all accounts at CCF Bank—Checking, Contingency, Roads, Vehicle Replacement, and Iron Oak Energy.  She stated that $50,000 was moved from Roads to checking as requested last month.  Treasurer Jacob stated sources of income for transportation aid from the State, Garbage and recycling, cemetery plot purchases, fire call payments and the 2% fire dues we get from the State every July.  A check was received today on the Smith fire call so that is paid off.  The fire call by the railroad is still pending. Don Hall made a motion to receive and file the treasurer’s report.  Scott Berg seconded. Motion carried.

Road Report
LRIP Fleetwood Road Chairman Dave mentioned that Fleetwood Road LRIP project was pulverized this past Friday and progress is underway.  Discussion took place about the culdesac and how  connecting driveway approaches have to be cut and replaced to meet the new road.  The culdesac will be sloped for water run-off and there will be 2’ shoulders put in on Fleetwood with lime screenings.

Elder Road All engineering is complete now on this road with final bills from Jewell received and paid.

ARIP Edgewater Road/Fireworks Ave. – Chairman Pierce mentioned that Lepke plans to start pulverizing these roads mid-August.
 
Cemetery Update
Tracy Bradley, local resident, expressed her concerns over the new cemetery rules which she feels are unwarranted.  She had sent a letter to the Town and said she refused to remove the plants in front of her father’s gravesite because they had been there for years.  Chairman Pierce explained that the rules in place are to make it easier to maintain and mow the cemetery.  He also said other lot owners were getting out of hand with their decorating in their designated space and so we had to put rules in place for people to follow.  Dave asked that she reconsider moving her plants to the side but she said she refuses to do that.  

Patrolman’s Report
Cody explained that Bret has been mowing the ditches and shoulders and getting rid of more parsnip.  He said he’s replaced a couple culverts and worked widening the turn lane by Egret and Elder.  He said he will be doing some patching.  All the firewood from the cemetery trees that were cut has been taken which is good.  
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Nick announced that Iron Oak purchased the Hi-Crush Wyeville facility.  He said Hi-Crush is on a rail line that goes out east and Iron Oak ships west mainly to North Dakota so adds a lot of complimentary expansion to their business. Nick mentioned that the garage off of Flagpole plans to eventually get moved still.  Nick also shared that he talked to the State Attorney over the past month after 2025 taxes came out and they’re trying to decide whether to make an appeal or let those go.  We are still waiting on the appeal of 2023 and 2024.  He said the State has a meeting with the Ryan Group regarding the 2023-2024 assessment on Wed, August 13 to discuss their last submittal.  He said he will let Dave know of any updates from that meeting.  Nick noted that a group working with Fort McCoy has asked for two loads of sand in early September.  Using a 3D printer, they will take in-country sand and turn it into road building materials like culverts and bridge pieces.  They want to use not only Fort McCoy sand but plan to test some of Iron Oak’s sand as well.  These will be donated loads in small amounts with a government grant to send overseas.

Chairman’s Report 
Chairman Pierce said he talked to the Highway Commissioner about the weeds along Hwy 21 that block view entering the highway and he said the State regulates to what point you can mow back, marked by a white post.  Dave also said he got a call from Dillan Fennell from the DOR and they had a phone meeting to discuss the tax chargeback issues we’ve had from 2022 and before.  Dave said they are trying to get the legislators involved to change the timeline on when the Town has to pay back the State so the township doesn’t have to borrow money in the process. We have three years hanging out right now that we’re waiting to get settled.

Citizens Input
Fred asked about the assessor coming by and inquired as to whether taxes will be raised.  Dave explained that with a re-assessment, values will be brought up to date but mill rate will likely go down so increases should be minimal.

Adjourn Meeting -  Supervisor Berg made a Motion to adjourn the meeting. Motion seconded by Supervisor Hall.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
