70 SHOW JUMPING Q/NQ - Junior teams / individuals & Senior teams / individuals 
				
80 SHOW JUMPING Q/NQ - Junior teams / individuals & Senior teams / individuals

90 SHOW JUMPING Q/NQ - Mixed class open to seniors and juniors competing in teams and/or as individuals (teams may be any combination of junior and/or senior)

100 SHOW JUMPING Q/NQ - Mixed class open to seniors and juniors competing in teams and/or as individuals (teams may be any combination of junior and/or senior)

105 SHOW JUMPING Q/NQ - Mixed class open to seniors and juniors competing in teams and/or as individuals (teams may be any combination of junior and/or senior)

Q = Qualifier
NQ = Non Qualifier
	
In the show jumping competitors jump two rounds. The second round will be in two parts, the first part of the course will not be timed, followed by the second part of the course which will be classed as the jump-off and timed. All competitors go straight onto the jump-off without stopping. 

All team and individual members will go forward to the second part of the second round (jump-off) unless eliminated. 

The second round will be scored as two parts, e.g. a rider who goes clear in the first part, then accrues four faults in the second part (jump-off) will be placed above a rider who accrued four faults in the first part, regardless of times or faults recorded in the second part of the round.

• Option 2 – 2 rounds with a jump-off following straight on from the second round, with all competitors going forward to the jump-off section




SJ1.8 RESULTS & TIES 
SJ1.8.1: Teams
Option 2
Each team will jump two rounds (with the second round being split into two parts – part one being the second round and part two will be the individual jump-off). The lowest 3 team scores in the first round and the lowest 3 team scores in part one of the second round will be added together to give the team total. If a team member is eliminated or gains in excess of 24 jumping penalties in the first round, they are not permitted to compete in the second round.

SJ1.8.2: Individuals
Option 2 
Competitor’s scores in the team competition will also count as their individual score. Individuals will jump two rounds (with the second round being split into two parts – part one being the second round and part two will be the jump-off). The team score is the first round and part one of the second round added together. The individual score is the total score from round 1, round 2 and the jump-off section.


Competition Pass
Please make sure all riders have a valid Competition Pass before competing (if in a qualifier team)

Entries
Once the pre-entry has been made, an area entry must be made via the details outlined on this schedule. Please specify if entry is for the Qualifier or Non Qualifier, team or Individual, Senior, Junior or Combo. Riders/Horses can be left blank if not known

Helpers
Any club entering more than one team (i.e. more than 4 riders) is requested to supply a helper for stewarding and/or arena party duties (maximum half a day). Please send contact details of this person when putting in your club’s entry, including preferred timeslot (morning or afternoon).

ELIGIBILITY
Eligibility for all classes can be found in the current BRC Handbook. Eligibility will be taken from the Friday before the qualifier. All competitors must be a member and be on the BRC Database by midday the Friday before the qualifier. Anyone failing to meet the eligibility criteria will be disqualified and informed by BRC HQ when the results are processed. 


If the date of the qualifier is cancelled for any reason and rescheduled within 21 days, the close of pre-entry will remain. If the qualifier is rescheduled for more than 21 days after the original date, entries will re-open. Late entry fees will not be refunded.  Eligibility is taken from the Friday before the qualifier, regardless of rescheduling. Pre-entries that cannot attend the new date may be issued a credit note but the Team Manager must inform the office in writing before the cut off date which the area will be informed of upon rescheduling. 

IN THE EVENT OF CANCELLATION of this Area qualifier, entry fees will be refunded less £4 per competitor to cover administrative expenses.

HATS 
All hats must have a visible current hat tag in place before they are worn on the showground, to show that they meet the current safety standards.  There will be a trained official available on the day to do this for you if your hat does not currently have one. For up to date hat rules please see the current BRC Handbook.

FLU VACCINATIONS 
Your horse must have up to date influenza vaccinations in line with rule G7 in the current BRC Handbook. There is also a checking device on the BRC website. A copy of each horse’s passport showing name of horse and equine flu vaccination record must be shown on the day when declaring to the secretary (for those entering the Riding Club Qualifiers).

VET ON CALL –Should a vet be required, please notify the secretary/event organiser as soon as possible. The duty veterinary surgeon will attend as soon as possible in the same way as for any private client. Those attending the club field also have the option to call their own vet if local but please notify the secretary of any incident that has occurred at this qualifier. 


HEALTH & SAFETY
The event is organised in accordance with health and safety legislation and all who have, to any extent, control of the site on which this event is run are responsible for ensuring that everything reasonably practicable is done to ensure health, safety and welfare of those attending the event. The organisers have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective please take all reasonable precautions to avoid accidents, and obey the instructions of all Stewards and Officials.

RULES & REGULATIONS
1. All events will be run in accordance with the current British Riding Clubs Rule Book.  It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that they comply with all BRC rules which can be found on the BRC website
BRC Handbook | The British Horse Society (bhs.org.uk)
2. A ‘Riding Hat’, designed to provide protection and with a three point harness properly adjusted and fitted, must be worn at all times when mounted by anyone, whether or not a competitor, at all Bookham Riding Club events/competitions, including exercising, warming up and competing. Failure to do so may incur elimination. The British Riding Clubs standard for protective headgear can be found at Horse Riding Helmets: Fitting & Safety | The British Horse Society (bhs.org.uk) competitors are responsible for ensuring their hat meets the required standard
3. The decision of the Judge is final
4. Any objection must be made in writing within 30 minutes of the incident, accompanied by a deposit of £20 which will be refunded if the objection is sustained
5. The organisers or Bookham Riding Club do not accept liability for any claims in respect of injury or damage to any person, animal or property, however caused
6. The organisers reserve the right to amend the schedule as necessary
7. The organisers reserve the right to reject or cancel any entry made by any person or cancel any class (refunding any fees paid less £4 per competitor to cover administrative expenses)
8. No entries will be refunded except in the case of injury/illness of horse/rider where evidence of this is supplied e.g. letter/invoice from vet, medical certificate, etc. 
9. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times whilst in the Club Field.
10. All competitors must wear the correct riding clothes whilst competing and exercising at competitions
11. Stewards instructions must be followed
12. Misuse of whips or spurs will incur elimination. Blatant use of bad language may result in the competitor being eliminated and/or barred from further competitions
13. Children under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult
14. Horses must be kept to a walk unless in the warm-up or competition arenas
15. The organisers reserve the right to eliminate any competitor who, in their opinion, places him/herself or others in any danger or who fails to observe the rules in this schedule
16. Horses who are not competing are not allowed on the show ground without prior permission from the show secretary.
