4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism 

into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also 

should walk in newness of life. 5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we 

shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: 6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, 

that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. 7 For he that is dead is 

freed from sin. 8 Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: 9 Knowing 

that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him. 10 For in 

that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. 11 Likewise reckon ye also 

yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; 

behold, all things are become new. 

Galatians 6:14 But God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the 

world is crucified unto me, and I unto the world. 

1 Corinthians 6:17 But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit.

Hebrews 7:25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, 

seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them. 

1 Peter 1:4 To an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven 

for you,

Revelation 19:11-13 And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was 

called Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. 12 His eyes were as a flame 

of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he 

himself. 13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God.

Exodus 20:17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor 

his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's. 

Deuteronomy 5:21 Neither shalt thou desire thy neighbour's wife, neither shalt thou covet thy 

neighbour's house, his field, or his manservant, or his maidservant, his ox, or his ass, or any thing that is 

thy neighbour's. 

James 4:2 Ye lust, and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye 

have not, because ye ask not. 

Numbers 25:1-3 And Israel abode in Shittim, and the people began to commit whoredom with the 

daughters of Moab. 2 And they called the people unto the sacrifices of their gods: and the people did 

eat, and bowed down to their gods. 3 And Israel joined himself unto Baalpeor: and the anger of the Lord 

was kindled against Israel. 

Ephesians 5:3-5 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among 

you, as becometh saints; 4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: 

but rather giving of thanks. 5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous 

man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. 

V. 6 

John 3:36 He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not 

see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him. 

Romans 1:18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness 

of men, who hold the truth in unrighteousness; 

Revelation 11:18 And the nations were angry, and thy wrath is come, and the time of the dead, that 

they should be judged, and that thou shouldest give reward unto thy servants the prophets, and to the 



saints, and them that fear thy name, small and great; and shouldest destroy them which destroy the 

earth.

Titus 3:3-4 For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts 

and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another. 4 But after that the kindness 

and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared,

Acts 7:58 And cast him out of the city, and stoned him: and the witnesses laid down their clothes at a 

young man's feet, whose name was Saul. 

Romans 13:12-14 The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of 

darkness, and let us put on the armour of light. 13 Let us walk honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and 

drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying. 14 But put ye on the Lord 

Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof. 

1 Peter 2:1 Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all guile, and hypocrisies, and envies, and all evil 

speakings, 

Ephesians 4:31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away 

from you, with all malice: 

James 1:19-20 Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to 

wrath: 20 For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of God. 

Galatians 5:20 Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, 

Luke 4:28 And all they in the synagogue, when they heard these things, were filled with wrath, 

Acts 19:28 And when they heard these sayings, they were full of wrath, and cried out, saying, Great is 

Diana of the Ephesians. 

Ephesians 4:31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away 

from you, with all malice: 

Peter 2:1 Wherefore laying aside all malice, and all guile, and hypocrisies, and envies, and all evil 

speakings, 



James 3:9 Therewith bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after 

the similitude of God.  

Matthew 5:22 But I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause shall be in 

danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the council:

29 But he, willing to justify himself, said unto Jesus, And who 

is my neighbour? 30 And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and 

fell among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half 

dead. 31 And by chance there came down a certain priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by 

on the other side. 32 And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, came and looked on him, and 

passed by on the other side. 33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was: and when 

he saw him, he had compassion on him, 34 And went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil 

and wine, and set him on his own beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him. 35 And on the 

morrow when he departed, he took out two pence, and gave them to the host, and said unto him, Take 

care of him; and whatsoever thou spendest more, when I come again, I will repay thee. 36 Which now of 

these three, thinkest thou, was neighbour unto him that fell among the thieves? 37 And he said, He that 

shewed mercy on him. Then said Jesus unto him, Go, and do thou likewise. 

1 Timothy 1:16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all 

longsuffering, for a pattern to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting. 



2 Peter 3:15 And account that the longsuffering of our Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother
