
Ezekiel 20:1-14 ADDITIONAL VERSES 

1 Corinthians 8:4-6 As concerning therefore the eating of those things that are offered in sacrifice unto 

idols, we know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but one. 5 For 

though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords 

many,) 6 But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord 

Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him. 

Ezekiel 1:2 In the fifth day of the month, which was the fifth year of king Jehoiachin's captivity, 

2 Kings 25:8-9 And in the fifth month, on the seventh day of the month, which is the nineteenth year of 

king Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon, came Nebuzaradan, captain of the guard, a servant of the king of 

Babylon, unto Jerusalem: 9 And he burnt the house of the Lord, and the king's house, and all the houses 

of Jerusalem, and every great man's house burnt he with fire. 

2 Samuel 12:5 And David's anger was greatly kindled against the man; and he said to Nathan, As the 

Lord liveth, the man that hath done this thing shall surely die: 

1 Kings 22:14 And Micaiah said, As the Lord liveth, what the Lord saith unto me, that will I speak. 

Hebrews 6:13 For when God made promise to Abraham, because he could swear by no greater, he 

sware by himself, 

Exodus 20:1-17 And God spake all these words, saying, 2 I am the Lord thy God, which have brought 

thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. 3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me. 

4 Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, 

or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. 5 Thou shalt not bow down 

thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the 

fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; 6 And shewing 

mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments. 7 Thou shalt not take the 

name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 8 

Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: 10 But the 

seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor 

thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy 

gates: 11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the 

seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it. 12 Honour thy father and thy 

mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. 13 Thou shalt not 

kill. 14 Thou shalt not commit adultery. 15 Thou shalt not steal. 16 Thou shalt not bear false witness 

against thy neighbour. 17 Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy  

neighbour's wife, nor his manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is 

thy neighbour's. 

Ex. 19–20 

1 Kings 13:24 And when he was gone, a lion met him by the way, and slew him: and his carcase was cast 

in the way, and the ass stood by it, the lion also stood by the carcase. 



Deuteronomy 29:17 And ye have seen their abominations, and their idols, wood and stone, silver and 

gold, which were among them: 

Ezekiel 5:9 And I will do in thee that which I have not done, and whereunto I will not do any more the 

like, because of all thine abominations. 

Ezekiel 11:18 And they shall come thither, and they shall take away all the detestable things thereof and 

all the abominations thereof from thence. 

Exodus 32:9-10 And the Lord said unto Moses, I have seen this people, and, behold, it is a stiffnecked 

people: 10 Now therefore let me alone, that my wrath may wax hot against them, and that I may 

consume them: and I will make of thee a great nation. 

Numbers 14:11-12 And the Lord said unto Moses, How long will this people provoke me? and how long 

will it be ere they believe me, for all the signs which I have shewed among them? 12 I will smite them 

with the pestilence, and disinherit them, and will make of thee a greater nation and mightier than they. 

Exodus 32:12 Wherefore should the Egyptians speak, and say, For mischief did he bring them out, to slay 

them in the mountains, and to consume them from the face of the earth? Turn from thy fierce wrath, 

and repent of this evil against thy people. 

Numbers 14:15-16 Now if thou shalt kill all this people as one man, then the nations which have heard 

the fame of thee will speak, saying, 16 Because the Lord was not able to bring this people into the land 

which he sware unto them, therefore he hath slain them in the wilderness. 

Joshua 2:8-11 And before they were laid down, she came up unto them upon the roof; 9 And she said 

unto the men, I know that the Lord hath given you the land, and that your terror is fallen upon us, and 

that all the inhabitants of the land faint because of you. 10 For we have heard how the Lord dried up the 

water of the Red sea for you, when ye came out of Egypt; and what ye did unto the two kings of the 

Amorites, that were on the other side Jordan, Sihon and Og, whom ye utterly destroyed. 11 And as soon 

as we had heard these things, our hearts did melt, neither did there remain any more courage in any 

man, because of you: for the Lord your God, he is God in heaven above, and in earth beneath. 

Romans 6:1-2 What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? 2 God forbid. 

How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein? 

Exodus 14:5-28 And it was told the king of Egypt that the people fled: and the heart of Pharaoh and of 

his servants was turned against the people, and they said, Why have we done this, that we have let 

Israel go from serving us? 6 And he made ready his chariot, and took his people with him: 7 And he took 

six hundred chosen chariots, and all the chariots of Egypt, and captains over every one of them. 8 And 

the Lord hardened the heart of Pharaoh king of Egypt, and he pursued after the children of Israel: and 

the children of Israel went out with an high hand. 9 But the Egyptians pursued after them, all the horses 

and chariots of Pharaoh, and his horsemen, and his army, and overtook them encamping by the sea, 

beside Pihahiroth, before Baalzephon. 10 And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the children of Israel lifted up 

their eyes, and, behold, the Egyptians marched after them; and they were sore afraid: and the children 

of Israel cried out unto the Lord. 11 And they said unto Moses, Because there were no graves in Egypt, 

hast thou taken us away to die in the wilderness? wherefore hast thou dealt thus with us, to carry us 

forth out of Egypt? 12 Is not this the word that we did tell thee in Egypt, saying, Let us alone, that we 



may serve the Egyptians? For it had been better for us to serve the Egyptians, than that we should die in 

the wilderness. 13 And Moses said unto the people, Fear ye not, stand still, and see the salvation of the 

Lord, which he will shew to you to day: for the Egyptians whom ye have seen to day, ye shall see them 

again no more for ever. 14 The Lord shall fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace. 15 And the Lord 

said unto Moses, Wherefore criest thou unto me? speak unto the children of Israel, that they go 

forward: 16 But lift thou up thy rod, and stretch out thine hand over the sea, and divide it: and the 

children of Israel shall go on dry ground through the midst of the sea. 17 And I, behold, I will harden the 

hearts of the Egyptians, and they shall follow them: and I will get me honour upon Pharaoh, and upon all 

his host, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen. 18 And the Egyptians shall know that I am the Lord, 

when I have gotten me honour upon Pharaoh, upon his chariots, and upon his horsemen. 19 And the 

angel of God, which went before the camp of Israel, removed and went behind them; and the pillar of 

the cloud went from before their face, and stood behind them: 20 And it came between the camp of the 

Egyptians and the camp of Israel; and it was a cloud and darkness to them, but it gave light by night to 

these: so that the one came not near the other all the night. 21 And Moses stretched out his hand over 

the sea; and the Lord caused the sea to go back by a strong east wind all that night, and made the sea 

dry land, and the waters were divided. 22 And the children of Israel went into the midst of the sea upon 

the dry ground: and the waters were a wall unto them on their right hand, and on their left. 23 And the 

Egyptians pursued, and went in after them to the midst of the sea, even all Pharaoh's horses, his 

chariots, and his horsemen. 24 And it came to pass, that in the morning watch the Lord looked unto the 

host of the Egyptians through the pillar of fire and of the cloud, and troubled the host of the Egyptians, 

25 And took off their chariot wheels, that they drave them heavily: so that the Egyptians said, Let us flee 

from the face of Israel; for the Lord fighteth for them against the Egyptians. 26 And the Lord said unto 

Moses, Stretch out thine hand over the sea, that the waters may come again upon the Egyptians, upon 

their chariots, and upon their horsemen. 27 And Moses stretched forth his hand over the sea, and the 

sea returned to his strength when the morning appeared; and the Egyptians fled against it; and the Lord 

overthrew the Egyptians in the midst of the sea. 28 And the waters returned, and covered the chariots, 

and the horsemen, and all the host of Pharaoh that came into the sea after them; there remained not so 

much as one of them. 

Exodus 16:1-3 And they took their journey from Elim, and all the congregation of the children of Israel 

came unto the wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second 

month after their departing out of the land of Egypt. 2 And the whole congregation of the children of 

Israel murmured against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness: 3 And the children of Israel said unto them, 

Would to God we had died by the hand of the Lord in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the flesh pots, 

and when we did eat bread to the full; for ye have brought us forth into this wilderness, to kill this whole 

assembly with hunger. 

Exodus 19:1 In the third month, when the children of Israel were gone forth out of the land of Egypt, the 

same day came they into the wilderness of Sinai. 

Genesis 2:2-3 And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the 

seventh day from all his work which he had made. 3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: 

because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made. 

Exodus 20:8-11 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. 9 Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy 

work: 10 But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, 



nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that 

is within thy gates: 11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, 

and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it. 

Exodus 32:1-4 And when the people saw that Moses delayed to come down out of the mount, the 

people gathered themselves together unto Aaron, and said unto him, Up, make us gods, which shall go 

before us; for as for this Moses, the man that brought us up out of the land of Egypt, we wot not what is 

become of him. 2 And Aaron said unto them, Break off the golden earrings, which are in the ears of your 

wives, of your sons, and of your daughters, and bring them unto me. 3 And all the people brake off the 

golden earrings which were in their ears, and brought them unto Aaron. 4 And he received them at their 

hand, and fashioned it with a graving tool, after he had made it a molten calf: and they said, These be 

thy gods, O Israel, which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt. 

Jeremiah 15:1 Then said the Lord unto me, Though Moses and Samuel stood before me, yet my mind 

could not be toward this people: cast them out of my sight, and let them go forth. 

Numbers 14:21-23 But as truly as I live, all the earth shall be filled with the glory of the Lord. 22 Because 

all those men which have seen my glory, and my miracles, which I did in Egypt and in the wilderness, 

and have tempted me now these ten times, and have not hearkened to my voice; 23 Surely they shall 

not see the land which I sware unto their fathers, neither shall any of them that provoked me see it:
