2.  - your sins to God asking him to forgive
                     you for living without him

Confess

3.  - in your heart that God raised Jesus
                    from the dead

Believe

4.  - by faith ask Jesus to come into your
                     heart to give you God’s free gift of
                     salvation

Receive

The evidence of new life in Christ will be peace in
your heart, which will follow your confession of
faith. You are now alive spiritually.

We are now guaranteed  in Heaven
when we die.
