SUBSTITUTIONS
CHALLENGE CUP:

For all age groups participating in the Challenge Cup, unlimited substitutions 
shall be allowed.

STATE CUP:

U12 Unlimited Substitutions shall be allowed

U13 - U14
Unlimited Substitutions  
over THREE (3) moments - Per HALF - Plus HT - (7 Moments Total)

U15 - U19
Unlimited Substitutions  
over FOUR (4) moments - Per MATCH - Plus HT - (5 Moments Total)

CONCUSSION/HEAD INJURY SUBSTITUTION POLICY:

If a player is suspected of having a concussion, they may be temporarily replaced so 
they can be evaluated by a qualified health professional. The temporary substitute does 
not count toward the team’s normal substitution limits.

If the player is cleared, they may return to the match, and the temporary substitute 
player must come off. No substitution is charged to the team.

If the player is not cleared and permanently removed, the change becomes a 
concussion substitution. In that case, both teams receive one additional substitution
and the opponent can make one additional substitution of one, singular player.

THERE IS NO HEADING U10 & U11

PENTALTY SHOOT OUT (NO OVERTIME)
Before penalties (penalty shoot-out) start unless there are other considerations 
(e.g. ground conditions, safety etc.), the referee tosses a coin to decide the goal at which the kicks 
will be taken, which may only be changed for safety reasons or if the goal or playing surface 
becomes unusable.

The Referee shall toss a coin a second time, and the team whose captain wins the toss shall decide 
whether to take the first or second kick

Both teams shall take five (5) kicks.

The kicks shall be taken alternately.



If, before both teams have taken five kicks, one has scored more goals than the other could, even if it 
were to complete its five (5) kicks, the taking of kicks shall cease. 

If no winner is determined, after 5 penalty kicks, each team will continue to take 
penalty kicks, alternately (each must complete the round), until a winner is determined. 

No player may take another turn until all players, including the goalkeepers, have 
taken their turn
