Setting Standards On and Off the Pitch
Introduction
At Blandford Youth Football Club, we are committed to providing a positive, inclusive, and enjoyable football environment for all players, parents, coaches, and volunteers. To ensure this, we ask all players and their parents/guardians to read and agree to the following code of conduct, which sets out our expectations both on and off the pitch.
Player Code of Conduct
· Always show respect for teammates, opponents, coaches, referees, and all others involved in the game.
· Arrive promptly for training sessions and matches, dressed appropriately and ready to participate.
· Listen to your coach’s instructions and try your best at all times, both in training and matches.
· Play fairly, be honest and never cheat, complain, or waste time.
· Encourage and support your teammates, regardless of the result.
· Accept decisions made by referees and officials, without protest.
· Take care of club facilities, equipment, and kit, leaving everything in good condition.
· Refrain from using foul, abusive, or inappropriate language at all times.
· Represent Blandford Youth Football Club positively both on and off the pitch, including on social media.
· Anti-social behaviour will not be tolerated while at the club or in the community; all members are expected to act responsibly and with respect at all times.
· Inform coaches in advance if unable to attend training or matches whenever possible.
Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct
· Encourage your child and the team in a positive and supportive manner at all times.
· Respect coaches, referees, players, and other parents;  no abusive or confrontational behaviour will be tolerated.
· Allow coaches to coach, and avoid giving conflicting instructions to your child during matches or training.
· Ensure your child arrives on time, prepared, and collected promptly after sessions.
· Support the club’s ethos of fair play, inclusion, and respect for all participants.
· Communicate any concerns or issues through the proper club channels in a respectful way.
· Uphold the reputation of Blandford Youth Football Club at all times, including in online settings.
· Lead by example so your child learns good sportsmanship and respect for others.
Consequences of Not Upholding Expectations
Failure to meet the expectations set out in this agreement may result in the following actions, depending on the nature and severity of the incident:
· Verbal or written warning to the player or parent/guardian.
· Temporary suspension from training sessions or matches.
· Meeting with coaches and/or club officials to discuss behaviour and agree on improvement plan.
· Permanently being asked to leave the club in serious or repeated cases of misconduct.
· Any other actions deemed appropriate by the Club Committee in line with safeguarding and welfare policies.
All disciplinary actions will be taken fairly and transparently, following discussions with those involved.
